REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
 

Mr. Pavloff called the meeting to order at 8 a.m., and the Board adjourned into executive session 
on a 7-0 vote for the stated purposes of—considering employment and compensation of public 
employees pursuant to O.R.C. 121.22(G)(1), considering real estate matters pursuant to O.R.C. 
121.22(G)(2); meeting with legal counsel concerning litigation involving the University pursuant 
to O.R.C. 121.22(G)(3) and reviewing for collective bargaining sessions pursuant to O.R.C. 
121.22(G)(4).  The meeting returned to public session at 10:43 a.m. on a 7-0 vote. 
 

REPORT OF THE CHAIR 
 

Mr. Pavloff welcomed and formally introduced Darnell D. Davis, Jr., who was appointed by the 
governor as a Student Trustee on August 10, 2015.  Mr. Davis is on track to graduate in 
December 2016 with a Bachelor of Science degree in Political Science.  As a student, he has 
served as a student engagement coordinator, Male Excellence Network chief of Staff, diversity 
director of the Residence Hall Council and Grant Hall president.  He has completed an internship 
in the Office of the President, managed summer events and coordinated a marketing team for the 
Career Center.  Mr. Davis also serves as a campus coach at the Open Doors Academy supporting 
inner-city students of Fullerton Middle School in the Cleveland City School District.  His 
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numerous activities and awards include—Student Chair for Rethinking Race Planning 
Committee 2013-2015; Black Male Summit Planning Committee, 2013-2015; Student 
Intercultural Understanding Award in 2013, Commitment to Diversity Award in 2012, and 
National Residence Hall Honorary Bronze Pin, among many others.  His term on the Board will 
last until July 1, 2017. 
 
Mr. Pavloff welcomed Mr. Davis and invited him to comment.  Mr. Davis expressed his 
appreciation for the warm welcome and said that he looks forward to serving and learning on the 
Board. Mr. Mallo then administered the oath of office. 
 
Mr. Pavloff said the Board’s agenda was relatively compact.  He said he wanted to acknowledge 
that the University can always communicate better, especially when dealing with complex, 
challenging and sometimes controversial issues that affect numerous people.  The University has 
begun to clarify some of those issues, he said, and he called on two members of the 
administration to offer the following updates. 
 
E. J. Thomas Performing Arts Hall 
 
Nathan Mortimer reported that a large event was held successfully at E. J. Thomas Hall on the 
previous Saturday evening.  The facility was fully operational including concessions for a near-
capacity house.  Looking forward to the next planned event, the facility is prepared to 
accommodate Summer Commencement ceremonies on the coming Saturday. 
 
Mr. Mortimer updated the Board regarding his communication with outside groups such as the 
Tuesday Musical Club, Akron Symphony and Dance Cleveland.  He said that the University will 
continue to fulfill its commitments involving E. J. Thomas Hall, both internally and externally, 
for the 2016 fiscal year.   
 
Mr. Pavloff said that he wants to be sure that there is no mistaking the intent of the University to 
continue the operations of E. J. Thomas Hall, specifically to support the campus community and 
those outside commitments to the Akron Symphony, Tuesday Musical Club . . . 
 
Mr. Mortimer confirmed that both the Tuesday Musical Club and Akron Symphony have 
scheduled shows at E. J. Thomas Hall during the month of September, and those performances 
will be accommodated. 
 
The University of Akron Press 
 
Dr. Sherman said that he was pleased to appoint Dr. Jon Miller, associate professor of English, to 
serve as transitional director of The University of Akron Press.  Dr. Miller already is working 
with current director Tom Bacher as well as with Phyllis O’Connor, interim dean of University 
Libraries, to develop an operational and staffing plan for the press.  The near- and the mid-term 
plan will assure that those books that are under consideration, in contract, published, under 
distribution or ready for order all happen as appropriate, he said. Miller will work with O’Connor 
as the strategic plan for University Libraries is developed to create the press of the future, with 
consideration of changing digital media and content delivery. 
 
Mr. Pavloff said he wants to be certain there was no intent to deliver a message that the services 
provided by the press would be terminated.  Dr. Sherman confirmed. 
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Mr. Pavloff thanked Mr. Mortimer and Dr. Sherman for their updates and said that, “We will 
continue to work hard to communicate and clarify what we are doing.”

RESOLUTION 8-2-15 (See Appendix B.) 
ACTION:  Palmisano motion on behalf of Committee, passed 7-0 

 
• Quarterly Investment Report for July 2014 through June 2015 (Tab 2) 
 

The Operating Funds posted an overall 12-month rate of return (ROR) of 1.0 percent. 
Investments yielded income (e.g. dividends, unrealized activity) resulting in $3.4 million for the 
12 months ended June 30, 2015. 
 
PFM manages the Short- and Intermediate-Term Fixed Income Investments as well as a Cash & 
Equivalents portfolio.  PFM’s ROR, net of fees, aggregated 0.9 percent. The investments yielded 
income (e.g. dividends, unrealized activity) resulting in $1.6 million with a $127.1 million 
average quarterly balance.  
  
The Long-Term Investments managed by Legacy achieved a ROR of 1.8 percent. The 
investments yielded income (e.g. dividends, unrealized activity) resulting in $1.8 million with a 
$47.8 million average quarterly balance. 
 

The $4.5 million in realized income exceeded year-to-date budget of $3.2 million by $1.3 
million.   
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The Endowments posted a blended ROR of -6.6 percent, or -$3.4 million, for the 12 months 
ended June 30, 2015. 
 

The Pooled Endowments managed by Cambridge achieved an overall ROR of -3.5 percent, or  
-$3 million with a $58.2 million average quarterly balance, while the blended return of the 
Separately Invested Endowments posted an overall ROR of -6.3 percent, or -$0.4 million with a 
$6.8 million average quarterly balance.  
 

Of Cambridge’s portfolio, iShares S&P500 ETF achieved the highest 12-month ROR at 7.3 
percent with a $3.9 million balance at June 30, while the Van Eck Gold Fund achieved the 
lowest ROR at -33.9 percent with a $1 million balance at June 30. 
 

The Separately Invested Endowments were invested in accord with donor stipulations.  The 
highest ROR for the 12 months ended June 30 was the Oelschlager Leadership Award portfolio, 
invested at Key Bank, at 6.8 percent on market value of $2 million at June 30. The lowest ROR 
for the 12 months ended June 30 was the Constitutional Law endowment, invested at Key Bank, 
at -6.3 percent on market value of $1.1 million at June 30.

• Cumulative Gift and Grant Income Report for July 2014 through June 2015 (Tab 3) 
 

The University of Akron recorded total giving of $46,499,091 for July 2014-June 2015. That 
total compares to $44,733,444 for July 2013-June 2014 (an increase of 4 percent) and a year-
to-date average of $46,092,910 for the previous five years (an increase of 1 percent). During 
July 2014-June 2015, 23,243 gifts were received, as compared with 22,930 for the same 
period in the previous fiscal year (an increase of 1 percent).

REPORT OF THE ACADEMIC ISSUES & STUDENT SUCCESS COMMITTEE 
Presented by Committee Chair Woolford 

 
• Proposed Degree Recipients for Summer 2015 (Tab 1) 
 

A tentative total of 1,054 degrees were proposed to be conferred in summer 2015 
commencement ceremonies.  The total included 65 doctoral, 350 master’s, 482 baccalaureate 
and 157 associate degrees. 

 

RESOLUTION 8-6-15 (See Appendix B.) 
 

• Proposed Curricular Changes (Tab 2) 
 

New Graduate Program Proposal: 
The School of Law proposes a new Master of Studies in Law.  The Master of Studies in Law 
degree program is designed for the student who is not interested in a three-year juris doctor 
degree.  The proposed degree will focus on basic features and operation of the American 
legal system. 
 

Change to Graduate Certificate Proposal: 
The School of Law proposes to extend offering the already existing Certificate in Intellectual 
Property Law to non-lawyers and other American Bar Association-approved law school 
graduates.  This certificate is comprised of 12 credit hours.  A Certificate in Intellectual 
Property Law enables more students to develop an expertise in this growing field.

The mission of the Early Childhood Development Program is better aligned with the Buchtel 
College of Arts and Sciences than with the College of Applied Science and Technology.

• O.A.C. 3359-60-06.2 Graduate student standards (Tab 1)

to international students as outlined in the rule be revised for the following reasons: 
   
o English proficiency can be demonstrated in a number of ways beyond those listed in the 

current rule;  
 

o To bring the rule in line with current practices for measuring English language 
proficiency, which are supported by the academic departments/ schools; and 

 

o To make the rule consistent with the Graduate Bulletin. 
 

The Graduate Council has voted to approve the recommendation.  Faculty Senate approved 
the recommended changes at its meeting on May 4, 2015.

• O.A.C. 3359-1-02 Officers of the board and their duties (Tab 2) 
 

The proposed revisions to the rule authorize the Assistant Secretary, in addition to the 
Secretary, to perform functions necessary to support the operations of the Board.  The 
proposed modification will add redundancy and flexibility to the performance of these duties 
and responsibilities.  

 

RESOLUTION 8-10-15 (See Appendix B.) 

  
• O.A.C. 3359-1-04.1 Open meetings (Tab 3) 
 

The proposed revisions to the rule authorize the Assistant Secretary, in addition to the 
Secretary, to administer the duties and responsibilities prescribed by the rule to comply with 
Ohio’s Open Meetings law.  

 

RESOLUTION 8-11-15 (See Appendix B.) 
 

• O.A.C. 3359-7-01 Office of the vice president and general counsel (Tab 4) 
 

The proposed revisions to the rule pertaining to the duties of the vice president and general 
counsel authorize when the vice president and general counsel is also appointed as Assistant 
Secretary of the Board of Trustees, to administer those functions and duties prescribed for 
that officer outlined in the bylaws of the board.  

 

RESOLUTION 8-12-15 (See Appendix B.) 
 
• O.A.C. 3359-20-03.10  Guidelines for initial appointment, reappointment, tenure, and 

promotion of full-time faculty in the school of law (Tab 5) 
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The proposed revisions to the rule authorize the Assistant Secretary, in addition to the 
Secretary, to sign a certificate or letter of appointment for tenured or tenure-track or non-
tenure track law school faculty on behalf and in the name of the University and the Board by 
the Chairperson of the Board and/or the President of the University, and perform other duties 
related to the processing of certificates of appointment.  The proposed modifications will add 
redundancy and flexibility to the performance of those duties and responsibilities.  

 

RESOLUTION 8-13-15 (See Appendix B.) 
     

• O.A.C. 3359-22-01 Contract professional information (Tab 6) 
 

The proposed revisions to the rule authorize the Assistant Secretary, in addition to the 
Secretary, to sign certificates or letters of appointment for contract professionals.  The 
proposed modifications will add redundancy and flexibility to the performance of this duty 
and responsibility.

Mr. Pavloff made the following statement:  
 

As both Dr. Scarborough and I mentioned earlier, the past two weeks have been trying 
for everyone associated with the University.  To address our most immediate challenges, 
we had to eliminate more than 200 positions in non-core areas. That difficult and painful 
step was necessary to strengthen our finances and create the funds necessary to invest in 
the core areas of the University. 
 
Unfortunately, the spirit of open dialog and communications employed during the 
development of the plan was not carried forward as the initial elements of the plan were 
rolled out to the public.  That was a mistake.   
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As you’ve heard today, we remain committed to the operation of E. J. Thomas Hall and 
the continued service provided by the University Press. 
   
Going forward, we will do a better job of informing our constituents as additional 
elements of the plan unfold.  Our students, our faculty, our alumni and our supporters in 
the community deserve and require that information in order for us to collectively move 
The University of Akron further along the path of becoming a great public university.   

 
In just a few weeks another academic year will get underway.  A talented freshman class 
will join a strong core of hard-working returning students, all of whom are excited to 
continue on their path to success taking advantage of the historical strengths and some of 
our new initiatives. 

 
Our collective focus must be on the students coming to our campus in the next few 
weeks.  We have a gifted faculty, we have committed administrators and staff, and we 
have excellent facilities in place to serve them.  It is for these students and those who 
follow that we take the actions we do.  Our world continues to change, sometimes in 
unpredictable ways, but our obligation remains to adapt the University to this changing 
environment and provide our students with pathways to their success. 
 
We believe Dr. Scott Scarborough has appropriately and effectively addressed the issues 
presented to him when he assumed his position just over a year ago.   He has presided 
over the development of a bold plan to take The University of Akron to new heights.  He 
has made tough and unpopular decisions.  In other words, he has led, and he continues to 
do so with the full support of the Board. 
 
We are determined to build in Akron a great public university that will continue to serve 
our students, our community and beyond for generations to come. 

 
Mr. Pavloff said that the next regular meeting of the Board of Trustees will take place on 
Wednesday, October 14, 2015 in the Student Union, with an executive session to begin at 7:30 or 
8 a.m.  Committee meetings would be held on October 5.

APPENDIX C:  REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT 
 

I’d like to begin by joining with you to welcome our new Student Trustee Darnell Davis to the 
Board.  It will be a pleasure to work with Darnell in the future.  I would also like to welcome to 
her first University of Akron Board meeting our new dean of the Honors College, Dr. Lakeesha 
Ransom.  We look forward to the great work that Dr. Ransom will do here.  

I would like to give the Board an update on the status of the Center for Data Science and 
Information Technology that we announced when the budget was approved on June 10.  That 
item is not on your agenda today, but you can expect it, I hope, on a future agenda.  The Center 
continues to make its way through the approval process.  A design committee including a dean 
and 13 faculty members worked over the summer to develop a proposal for the Center, which 
subsequently was presented to the Faculty Senate Executive Committee.  The Faculty Senate 
Executive Committee suggested that we continue to develop the proposal to seek more faculty 
input.  We have agreed and plan to do so at the beginning of the fall semester.  We look forward 
to satisfying the questions of the Faculty Senate and to receiving its approval of this Center.  Our 
belief is that there are thousands of unfilled information-technology and data-science jobs in 
Northeast Ohio, and we continue to hear from major employers that there is a huge need for 
qualified graduates.  It is not only in the region’s best interest, but in the University’s best 
interest, that we seek a better way to satisfy that need.  We believe that this Center is the 
beginning of our organizing a different way to do so.    

The remainder of my remarks will focus on work that has been done since the last Board 
meeting.  As anticipated, these have been difficult weeks.  The elimination of 200 positions has 
been difficult but part of our three-year financial plan that the Board worked to develop.  I want 
to thank Bill Viau, the head of our Talent Development and Human Resource Department, and 
his staff.  This has been a lot of difficult work, and they have performed admirably. We certainly, 
in moving forward, have tried to eliminate redundancy, reduce administrative costs and 
reorganize operations to improve efficiency.  These were not easy decisions, they were not easy 
actions and they were not painless, but they were necessary.  All of this was done to try to 
protect the academic core of the University and to provide a source of funds so that further 
investments can be made.   

I believe The University of Akron is academically as strong as ever and these actions are 
intended to help it grow stronger.  In fact, these actions make it possible, once again, to make 
further investments in our academic core.   

We did make mistakes along the way.  We have been forthright about that.  With so much to be 
accomplished, we knew that there would be some mistakes, and we are correcting those mistakes 
as they become clear.  The larger goal, however, has been accomplished.  We have reduced 
administrative costs to strengthen the University’s finances and invest in those activities that will 
make it stronger in the future. 

Financial stability for the University cannot be achieved, however, through reductions alone.  We 
need to grow, we need to make investments grow, and we are working with each of the colleges 
now to approve a faculty hiring plan.  That process, I am told, is proceeding very nicely, and we 
look forward to culminating that process in the next few weeks. 
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This is why the three-year plan was approved to provide the strategic investment fund, and it is 
from that fund that we will make needed investments.  

The University has needed the capacity to invest in new areas with strong growth potential, as 
well as the option to reinvest in our existing academic programs and support areas.  We already 
have implemented a number of new initiatives as have been widely publicized.  We will continue 
to invest in programs in which we have been historically strong to protect and to leverage those 
historic strengths.  As reported, I believe that E. J. Thomas Hall and The University of Akron 
Press are in good hands.  Those functions, we believe, will grow stronger over time. 

We will strengthen those aspects of our educational experience that make it distinctive, both 
historically and in our current programs: 

• Career-focused higher education that exposes students to the universe and prepares them 
for the world in which their dreams become true; 

• Experiential education in the form of internships, co-ops, service learning and simulated 
learning; 

• Connections to industry and the arts, humanities, sciences and professions so that 
students have great career connections when they graduate; and 

• The use of technology to prepare students for the world in which they live. 

If we do these things well, we are confident that the University will grow.  Not only will we gain 
an increased share of students from traditional enrollment areas, but we will extend the reach and 
the impact of this University to become that great public university to which we all aspire. 

Every one of our degree-granting colleges now has a new strategic plan that was developed with 
input from faculty and their leadership.    At the institutional level, we are moving forward with 
new initiatives that we hope will improve student success and strengthen our academic programs. 

We are, for the most part, past the planning stage.  We have begun the very difficult but all-
important implementation stage.  In fact, we are characterizing next year as the “year of 
implementation.”   

It has been less than two full weeks since the reduction process ended.  We are still recovering 
from that difficult experience, still feeling the effects of it, and we will continue to feel those 
effects for a while longer.  I do want to reiterate that better days are ahead because we have made 
those difficult decisions.  The psalmist writes, “Weeping may endure for a night, but joy cometh 
in the morning.”  The morning will come and the sun will rise on our great University. I’m 
confident of that. I’d ask that we continue the good work, that we partner together to build a 
great public university for Akron and for all of Northeast Ohio, for our students, for our faculty 
and for the public that we serve.

SPECIAL BUSINESS MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
 
Mr. Pavloff called the meeting to order at 7:30 a.m., and the Board adjourned into executive 
session on an 8-0 vote for the stated purposes of—considering the appointment, employment, 
dismissal, and compensation of public employees pursuant to O.R.C. 121.22(G)(1), meeting with 
legal counsel pursuant to O.R.C. 121.22(G)(3) and reviewing for collective bargaining pursuant 
to O.R.C. 121.22(G)(4). On an 8-0 vote, the meeting returned to public session at 9:25 a.m. 
 
Mr. Pavloff said that the agenda of the special meeting would not include the usual reports, and 
he proceeded to consideration of the action items. 
 
• Personnel Actions recommended by Dr. Scarborough as amended (Tab 1) 
 

RESOLUTION 7-1-15 (See Appendix B.) 
ACTION:  Palmisano motion, Bauer second, passed 8-0 
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• Position Abolishments (Tab 2) 
 

Mr. Pavloff said that, when this Board passed the FY2016 budget on June 10, it did so with a 
focus on providing a sustainable financial framework for growth.  As President Scarborough 
had previously outlined, he and several faculty representatives worked closely with staff to 
conduct a comprehensive and thorough review of the University’s financial condition.  For 
many months, they shared information and learned together in developing a shared 
understanding of where we stand. 
 

From a Board of Trustees perspective, he said, that exercise is very much appreciated as it 
ensures that there is a better clarity about the underlying numbers and our overall financial 
situation among key constituencies leading up to finalizing the budget.  Mr. Pavloff 
commended all of those who invested so much time and effort in that important process. 
 

He said that, in approving the budget, the Board recognized that it represented a balance 
between generating increased revenue and making difficult decisions about reducing 
expenditures to achieve our goals—maintaining our academic excellence and investing in the 
growth of the University. 
 

Mr. Pavloff then asked President Scarborough to outline the actions for the Board to take 
related to those expenditure reductions. 
 

Dr. Scarborough said the largest portion of the University’s budget is related to the people 
who work here, and unfortunately, reducing expenditures means that the number of 
employees must be reduced.  While these were very difficult decisions to make, he said, the 
hardest impact is on the individuals who are affected. 
 

Dr. Scarborough emphasized that the decisions reflect the economic and financial conditions 
facing the University, not the hard work and dedication of the individuals involved.  He said 
that he had worked with the deans and their leadership teams as well as the vice presidents 
and their unit leaders to carefully review the options and determine the positions to be 
eliminated.  He reiterated that the guiding principle was to preserve the University’s 
academic core; therefore, no faculty members would be laid off. 
 

Dr. Scarborough said that a range of steps to reduce the University’s expenditures had been 
announced previously.  Today, the Board would be asked to abolish a total of 213 positions, 
including 161 currently filled.  He said those colleagues whose positions will be eliminated 
would be shown the respect and courtesy they deserve, and he expressed gratitude to them 
for their years of service to the University.   
 

To that end, Dr. Scarborough said that the University’s Career Center staff and services 
would be made available to help with career and job search advice, including resume review 
and updating.  In addition, he recommended that, for employees whose positions are being 
abolished, the Board authorize a four-year extension of the educational privileges available to 
employees and their dependents through reduction of tuition and fees for courses taken at the 
University.  This would enable them to complete the degree program in which they are 
currently enrolled, so long as there is no break in their attendance.  He also recommended 
that the Board authorize such reduction of fees to the affected employees and their 
dependents for a period of one year for those individuals enrolled to begin classes for the first 
time with the start of the fall 2015 semester. 
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Following the Board meeting and the Trustees’ approval of these actions, Dr. Scarborough 
said, individual meetings with the affected employees would begin.  Once that expected two-
day process is complete, the list of the positions being abolished would be released publicly, 
but only after all individual notifications have been made. 
 

Mr. Pavloff thanked Dr. Scarborough for his comments and, on behalf of the Board, 
expressed appreciation to the employees affected by these actions, along with awareness that 
those individuals have been committed to the success and well-being of the students, and that 
they have served them and the University well. 

 

RESOLUTION 7-2-15 (See Appendix B.) 
ACTION:  Bauer motion, Palmisano second, passed 8-0 

 
• Upper-division Program Fee 
 

Mr. Pavloff said that this action, at the recommendation of the president, would rescind the 
program fee for 300- and 400-level courses.  He asked Dr. Scarborough to provide the 
background for this recommendation. 
 

Dr. Scarborough said that, since the finalization of the state budget on June 30, the University 
administration has been working with Chancellor John Carey and his staff from the Ohio 
Department of Higher Education and the legislative leadership to address some of the 
financial challenges facing the University.  He expressed gratitude to Senate President Keith 
Faber, House Speaker Cliff Rosenberger and Governor John Kasich for the additional  
$4 million in State Share of Instruction funding that the University will receive. 
 

Dr. Scarborough also thanked Chancellor Carey and Representative Kirk Schuring for 
pledging to work with the state legislature to address the unique financial burden placed on 
The University of Akron as the only university member of the School Employees Retirement 
System of Ohio (SERS).  Due to SERS regulations, a surcharge on the University’s 
contribution to the system artificially increases its payment by more than $1.2 million this 
fiscal year. 
 

In light of those two developments, Dr. Scarborough recommended that the Board rescind the 
upper-division program fee that had been previously established and amend the FY2016 
operating budget to reflect that change. 
 

Mr. Pavloff said that he is very encouraged that the Chancellor’s office and the legislature 
would come together to work with the University to address a significant issue that has 
impacted our students, and in so doing, has enabled the president’s recommendation. 

 

RESOLUTION 7-3-15 (See Appendix B.) 
ACTION:  Palmisano motion, Bauer second, passed 8-0 

 
• Purchase for More Than $500,000 

 

Mr. Pavloff said that this action would enable the University to provide even more support to 
students on their educational path to success, by preparing them to assume productive roles 
as citizens of society when they graduate.  Dr. Todd Rickel, vice provost and dean of the 
College of Applied Science and Technology, conducted a presentation about the Success 
Coach initiative.  
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RESOLUTION 7-4-15 (See Appendix B.) 
ACTION:  Palmisano motion, Bauer second, passed 8-0 

 
Mr. Pavloff concluded the meeting by saying that the development of the FY2016 budget was the 
most inclusive and most transparent process during his time on the Board.  The result identified 
difficult decisions regarding the prioritization of investments and ongoing expenses.  Built on a 
foundation set in previous years, this budget positions the University for continued success.  Our 
students expect that success, our faculty deserves that success, and the Greater Akron community 
needs the continued success of this university to grow and to thrive, he said.  The Board has 
faced difficult decisions in the past, rightly moving to limit enrollment of the student body, which 
led to an expected decline in revenue.  Every year since, each succeeding freshman class has 
been better prepared for the rigors of academic life at the university level.  As expected, retention 
rates and graduation rates have improved each year, he said, and he expressed optimism that the 
trend will continue with this year’s freshman class.   
 

Mr. Pavloff said the strategy that has been outlined for the future is not without challenge; it is 
not without risk.  Significant progress in any endeavor cannot be accomplished without 
embracing challenge and without addressing head on the identified risk of the strategy to be 
implemented.  He said that he is excited about the prospects for success and looks forward to the 
entire University community working together toward the common goal of establishing The 
University of Akron as a great public university.  
 

Mr. Pavloff asked whether there were any other comments, questions or announcements for the 
good of the order.  He said that the next regular meeting of the Board would occur on August 12, 
2015, with an executive session to begin at 7:30 or 8 a.m.  Committee meetings would be held on 
August 3.

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RESOLUTION 7-1-15:  Pertaining to Personnel Actions 
 
BE IT RESOLVED, That the Personnel Actions recommended by President Scott L. 
Scarborough, dated July 27, 2015, as attached, which include but are not limited to hires, 
promotions, leaves, fellowships, reclassifications, renewals, non-renewals, orders of removal, 
etc., be approved as amended. 
 
RESOLUTION 7-2-15:  Approval to Abolish Positions 
 
WHEREAS, The University of Akron (“University”) Board of Trustees approved an annual 
budget on June 10, 2015 which included significant reductions in expenses; and  

 
WHEREAS, The University administration has undertaken a review of its current classified, 
unclassified, maintenance and custodial bargaining unit positions, staff bargaining unit positions, 
contract professional positions and other positions and determined that two hundred thirteen 
(213) positions should be abolished due to a lack of continued need for the positions, including 
but not limited to any of the following three reasons: (1) as a result of a reorganization for the 
efficient operation of the university; (2) reasons of economy; or,  (3) lack of work, (the list of the 
affected positions is attached to this resolution as Exhibit A1); and 
 
WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 3359.03 vests authority in The University of Akron 
Board of Trustees to “employ, fix the compensation of, and remove, the president and such 
number of professors, teachers, and other employees as may be deemed necessary.”;  and 
 
WHEREAS, University Rule 3359-26-02(B) defines “Appointing Authority” as “the officer 
having the power of appointment to, removal from, audit, reduction or suspension of positions or 
employees in any office, department or unit within the institution.”;  and 
 
WHEREAS, By University Rule 3359-3-05, the Board of Trustees delegates authority to the 
Associate Vice President for Talent Development and Human Resources to serve as the 
University appointing authority, including signatory authority for personnel actions; and  
 
WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 124.01 defines an “Appointing Authority” as the “. . . 
officer, commission, board, or body having the power of appointment to, or removal from, 
positions in any office, department, commission, board, or institution.”;  and 
 
WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 124.321 authorizes an appointing authority to abolish 
positions, in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Sections 124.321 – 124.327, which detail the 
processes for job abolishment and the rights of affected employees, including displacement 
rights; and 
 
WHEREAS, Article 17 of the Collective Bargaining Agreement between the University of Akron 
and the Communications Workers of America governs processes for layoffs and the rights of 
affected maintenance and custodial employees, including displacement rights; and

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WHEREAS Article 8 of the Collective Bargaining Agreement between the University of Akron 
and the Communications Workers of America governs processes for layoffs and the rights of 
affected employees in the Staff Bargaining Unit, including displacement rights; and 
 
WHEREAS, University Rules 3359-22-01 and 3359-22-05 govern the process by which contract 
professionals are notified of their separation from employment without cause, and the rights of 
affected employees; and 
 
WHEREAS, The University administration now recommends to the Board of Trustees that 213 
positions at the University be abolished: 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED That the Board authorizes the Associate Vice 
President for Talent Development and Human Resources, in consultation with the Vice President 
of Finance and Administration and Chief Financial Officer, and Vice President and General 
Counsel, to take all necessary action to effect the abolishment of the 213 positions identified in 
this resolution and other related personnel actions, consistent with the requirements of Ohio 
Revised Code Sections 124.321 – 124.327, applicable Collective Bargaining Agreements as well 
as any applicable University Rules, subject to the statutory rights of the affected employees that 
may arise including displacement rights of individuals affected by the abolishment of these 
positions; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED That the Office of Talent Development and Human Resources 
inform and make available to employees affected by the abolishment of their position resources 
and services to assist in their employment transition process; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED That the Board authorizes the extension of the special 
educational privileges through reduction of fees as authorized in University Rules 3359-20-04.3 
and 3359-26-02 to all of the employees in the abolished positions and their dependents for a 
period not to exceed four years from the date of this resolution to enable them to complete the 
degree program in which they currently enrolled, so long as there is no break in their attendance 
and the student meets the applicable eligibility requirements.  In addition, the Board authorizes 
such reduction of fees to the affected employees and their dependents for a period of one year for 
those individuals enrolled to begin classes for the first time with the start of the Fall, 2015 
semester; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED That employees who are currently in some of the positions to be 
abolished who have already elected or agreed to retire or otherwise separate from service at a 
date certain prior to June 30, 2016 shall not be affected by this resolution, provided that the 
Board of Trustees shall have acted upon such retirement or separation from service by the date of 
this resolution; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED That employees who are currently in some of the positions to be 
abolished who may elect to retire upon being notified of the abolishment of their position shall 
notify the Office of Talent Development and Human Resources in writing within the notice 
period provided by their employee category of their intent to retire.  For Contract Professionals,  
the notice period is either three or six months depending on the length of service.  For staff 
employees, the notice period is two weeks.  A pending retirement date beyond the date of  
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abolishment of the position shall not affect the abolishment of the position.  The Office of Talent 
Development and Human Resources is authorized to work with employees who provide notice 
within their notice period of their intent to voluntarily elect to retire in order to establish an 
appropriate retirement date and if deemed appropriate by the Office of Talent Development and 
Human Resources, place an employee on unpaid leave following the abolishment date to 
effectuate the retirement. 
 
RESOLUTION 7-3-15:  Pertaining to the 2015-16 Course and Miscellaneous Fees 
 
WHEREAS, The University of Akron’s Board of Trustees approved a FY 2016 budget on June 
10, 2015, prior to the adoption of the state’s main operating budget (H.B. 64; 131st General 
Assembly); and, 
 
WHEREAS, The University of Akron’s FY2016 budget approved on June 10, 2015, provided for 
the significant reduction of expenditures and several fee increases, including an upper-division 
program fee; and,

The University of Akron as a result of its status as the only state university in Ohio whose non-
faculty employees are members of SERS; and, 
 
WHEREAS, Based on the foregoing, President Scarborough recommends the elimination of the 
upper-division program fee from its previously adopted FY 2016 budget and seeks approval from 
the Board of Trustees to continue to work with the Chancellor and Ohio Legislators to resolve 
the unique financial burden related to SERS membership of its non-faculty employees;   
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED That the Board of Trustees approves the addendum to 
the 2015-16 rate and fee schedule as attached, including but not limited to the removal of the 
upper-level program fee and the reinstatement of the College of Engineering Fee to the FY 2016 
budget.

Guide to Terminology Used in Personnel Reports 

 

 Term    Definition/Explanation 

Adjunct Appointment Appointment to a full-time or part-time position, normally without pay.  
Individuals in this category are affiliated with the University for a 
specific purpose usually involving academic research/teaching.  
Appointment provides the individual with access to University 
systems/services as determined by the department/college. 

Appointment New hire of an individual to an approved Faculty, Contract Professional 
or Staff position.  The appointment can be full-time or part-time, 
temporary or regular. 

Department/School Chair Faculty member appointed to provide leadership to an academic 
department or school within a college.  Department/School Chair 
appointments normally cover the entire academic year (12-month 
appointment).  A Faculty member’s salary will be converted from 9- 
month to 12-month status using an approved formula to reflect the 
additional time worked.  A stipend (currently calculated as 1/11th of the 
converted salary) is awarded for assuming the additional responsibilities 
of a Department/School Chair.  1/10th of the stipend is converted to 
base each year that the individual serves as a Department/School Chair. 

Discharge Involuntary termination of appointment.    

Job Audit/Reclassification Under University Rule 3359-25-10 the University may initiate audits and 
reviews of positions and classifications within the approved University 
Classified (3359-25-06) and Unclassified (3359-25-07) classification 
plans.  In addition, employees may submit a request to determine if 
their current position is appropriately classified.  The employee submits 
a Position Description Audit Questionnaire (PDAQ) to their immediate 
supervisor to initiate the job audit process.  The immediate supervisor 
and second level supervisor are required to review and approve the 
information submitted on the PDAQ.  Once the PDAQ is approved, it is 
submitted to the Classification Unit in Talent Development & Human 
Resources.  The Classification Unit will review the PDAQ and determine 
if the position is appropriately classified or not.  If the Classification Unit 
determines that the position is not classified correctly, it will provide a 
recommendation to change the classification.  The recommendation will 
be reviewed and approved by the employee’s management up to and 
including the appropriate Vice President.  The approved 
recommendation will then be submitted to the University’s Board of 
Trustees for approval. 



Leave Without Compensation If an employee is unable to work due to a documented medical 
condition or for other approved reasons and they have exhausted all 
accrued sick leave, vacation leave and compensatory time that they are 
entitled to use, the employee may continue their approved absence 
from work without pay and will retain status as a University employee. 

Market Increase The Classification unit in Talent Development & Human Resources will, 
upon request from a dean or vice president, conduct a market 
evaluation of a position or positions to determine if the University is 
providing an appropriate level of compensation.  If it is determined that 
the current level of compensation is below the established market, a 
recommendation will be made to adjust the current level of 
compensation. 

Merit Increase Increase in pay granted for meeting established performance criteria. 

Non-Renewal Separation of employment of a Contract Professional employee without 
cause in accordance with the requirements established in University 
Rule 3359-22-01.  The University is required to provide notice in writing 
to the affected Contract Professional employee.  If the individual has 
two years or less service with the University, they will receive three 
months’ notice.  If the individual has more than two years of service, six 
months’ notice is required.  

Offline Salary Adjustment Increase in salary that occurs outside of annual salary review process.  
Recommendations for offline salary adjustments are submitted by the 
appropriate Vice President to Talent Development & Human Resources 
for review and approval.  Offline salary adjustments are normally 
recommended when specific market (internal or external) or equity 
(internal) issues exist with an individual’s salary.  Offline increases may 
also be recommended as a result of a reorganization involving a change 
in responsibilities. 

Probationary Removal Classified civil service employees are required to serve and successfully 
complete a probationary period following any initial appointment into a 
classified civil service position.  If an employee’s service is found to be 
unsatisfactory, the employee may be removed from the position at any 
time during the probationary period.  The length of the probationary 
period is 120 days for classified civil service employees/CWA bargaining- 
unit employees and one year for Police Officers in the FOP bargaining 
unit.  A probationary classified civil service employee duly removed for 
unsatisfactory service does not have the right to appeal the removal to 
the State Personnel Board of Review.  A probationary bargaining unit 
employee is not permitted to appeal the removal decision under the 
terms of the collective bargaining agreements. 



Promotion The movement of an employee from one position to another budgeted 
position at a higher classification and pay range; or a higher salary 
where a pay range does not exist. The former position becomes vacant. 

Resignation A voluntary termination of employment. 

 Salary Basis Change A change in appointment status for an employee, 12-month to 9-month 
or vice-versa. 

Status Change A change in pay group, job family or job function. 

Stipend Contract Professional and non-bargaining unit staff employees may 
receive a temporary stipend for substantial increases in responsibility 
for activities outside of the normal scope of the employee’s assigned 
classification (University Rule 3359-11-12.1).  Full-time Faculty may 
receive a stipend for primarily administrative functions requiring 
substantial increases in responsibility and for activities not included in 
the ordinary load of teaching, research, and professional service for full-
time faculty (University Rule 3359-11-12). 

Supplemental Additional compensation provided for completion of assigned job 
responsibilities. 

Temporary Appointment An appointment for a limited period of time with a specific beginning 
and ending date. 

Tenure Change A change to the date for tenure eligibility for a full-time faculty member 
in a tenure-track position.   

Title Change An employee remains in their budgeted position, but the title changes 
and there may be an increase in salary. No vacancy is created by the 
move. 

Transfer Lateral move of an employee from one department to another 
department, where the employee stays in the same classification. 

Training/Apprenticeship The Collective Bargaining Agreement between the University and the 
Communication Workers of America contains language in Addendum A 
that authorizes the Office of Talent Development & Human Resources 
to develop and administer a Job Enrichment and Apprenticeship 
Program for CWA bargaining-unit employees.  Employees selected to 
participate in the program are given an opportunity to expand their 
knowledge and skills.  In return, these employees are provided with an 
increase in pay to reflect the expanded knowledge/skill set that they 
have developed.   All increases in pay are awarded in accordance with 
approved Wage Progression Schedule.

Revenues 
 
• Tuition and Fees of nearly $250 million exceeded budget by approximately $2.0 million. 

Although a positive variance, it represents a ‘real dollar’ decline from the prior year of 
approximately $3.0 million (or roughly 1.2 percent).    

 
• State Appropriations of $95 million tracked slightly ahead of budget. 

 
• Other Sources of $17.6 million lagged projections by $3.8 million, reflecting both 

positive and negative variations within this revenue category.  The principal fluctuations 
occurred within Departmental Sales & Services, and Earnings on Investments (including 
Unrealized Losses on Investments) which varied from budget by approximately ($2.4) 
million and ($1.7) million, respectively. 
 

• Distributions from Endowment of $249,000 tracked to budget. 
 

• Overall total revenues fell short of budget estimates by a combined total of nearly $1.8 
million. 
 

 
Expenditures by Account Pool 
 

• Wages and Benefits of $218.6 million reflected a budget overage of $10.1 million.  
Nearly 50 percent of the overage relates to the University’s self-insured group insurance 
program. Unfortunately, the University incurred several significant claims which 
exceeded the stop-loss feature of $300,000 per occurrence, included in the program.  

 
• Non-Personnel expenditures of $104.3 million were lower than budget by nearly $6 

million, reflecting both positive and negative variations within the functions.  Significant 
fluctuations occurred within Supplies & Services, $15.1 million; Utilities, ($2.2) million;  
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and Indirect Costs and Overhead, $2.7 million. The Reductions to be Determined remain 
and are annualized at $5.8 million, but likely realized through the lower expenditures 
within Supplies & Services, for instance. 
 
Utility costs of $11.9 million trended higher than expected by $2.3 million for the fiscal 
year, partially the result of extreme winter weather.   
 
The Indirect Costs and Overhead category reflected a surplus of approximately 
$2.7 million.  The primary source of this “credit” against expenses is overhead assessed 
to the University’s various auxiliary enterprises and Wayne College for centrally-incurred 
costs.    
 

Other Financing Sources (Uses) 
 

• Other Financing Sources: This category represents the combination of Transfers (in) 
from prior-year balances and Transfers (out) primarily made in support of Intercollegiate 
Athletics, E.J Thomas Hall, and debt payments.  
 

• Overall total expenses exceeded budget projections by nearly $4.1 million, or roughly a 
2 percent increase from the prior year. 

 

Overall Summary 

The General Fund’s actual revenues were less than budget by ($1.7) million and actual expenses 
exceeded budget by $4.1 million, while the net transfer in/out activity was approximately $.9 
million greater than projected for the fiscal year. Overall, total expenses and net-transfer in/out 
activity exceeded revenues by approximately $5 million.

Revenues 
 

• Tuition and Fees totaled $8.0 million for the fiscal year.  This is less than budget by $0.7 
million.  The Wayne budget was based on a projected enrollment decline of 4 percent, 
while the actual enrollment declined approximately 10 percent. 
 
The tuition and fees decline as compared to prior year approximates, $1.1 million.    

 
• State Appropriations of $3.9 million slightly exceeded projections. 

 
• Overall actual revenues reflect a $0.6 million shortfall at June’s close compared to 

budget of nearly $12.5 million. 
 

Expenditures by Account Pool 
 

• Wages and Benefits of $7.5 million reflect a positive budget variance of $1.9 million. 
This category is down 8.7 percent from the prior year. 
 

• Non-Personnel expenditures of $3.0 million are less than budget by nearly $.4 million. 
 

• Overall total expenses were less than budget by approximately $2.3 million. 
 

Other Financing Sources (Uses)  
 
The $83,000 represents funding set aside for various purchase orders initiated in 2015 with 
payment scheduled in FY2016. 

 
Overall Summary 

Wayne College’s actual revenues were short of budget by $0.6 million while actual expenses 
were less than budget by $2.3 million.  Net transfer in/out activity was ($.9) million. 
 
 

AUXILIARY ENTERPRISES 
 

Areas of concern at the end of the fiscal year are Intercollegiate Athletics, InfoCision Stadium 
and Residence Life and Housing. These three auxiliary operations posted a combined budget 
deficit of $3.5 million.  
 
Combined accumulated balances for all auxiliaries at the end of June totaled $3.1 million. This 
compares to a balance of $5.1 million on June 30, 2014. 
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RESTRICTED CURRENT FUND 

 
This report captures all funds received by the University for various restricted purposes (i.e., 
donors/external agencies) and summarizes the majority of research activity, funds transferred 
from The University of Akron Foundation and federal financial aid for qualifying students.  
 
These combined revenue sources totaled $88.3 million as compared to expenditures of $85.7 
million.       
 

 
PLANT FUND ACTIVITY 

 
This report details funding sources dedicated to maintaining the University plant (i.e., capital).  
At the end of June, the balance of these funds totaled $13.4 million, nearly all of which has been 
committed for an assortment of projects (see ‘Capital Planning and Facilities Management 
Report’ for project details).

Department of Defense (DoD) grant and used in support of the University’s NCERCAMP, are 
recommended for approval by the Board of Trustees at its meeting on October 14, 2015. 
 
1. Mechanical Test Equipment:  NCERCAMP faculty and select other campus faculty 

request that an award be made to MTS Systems Corporation to purchase three 
mechanical test systems in the total amount of $625,570 including a twenty-seven month 
warranty.  This price represents a 15% reduction from list price.   
 
One of the systems, the MTS Landmark Servo Hydraulic System (MTS), was specifically 
named within the DoD grant. Additionally, the recently approved DoD plan for 
NCERCAMP, identified the need for two additional systems which need to be 
compatible with the MTS. 
 
The Department of Purchasing and General Counsel’s Office determined the equipment 
met the criteria for sole sourcing; therefore, a sole source was pursued.

General Information 
 
The Administration seeks the Board of Trustees' authorization to amend The University of Akron 
403(b) Plan (“Plan”) document effective January 1, 2016 to allow:  (i) employer contributions to 
be made to the Plan on behalf of Dr. Godfrey Ovwigho, Chief Information Officer in accordance 
with his offer of employment dated February 11, 2015 and as provided for in any of his 
subsequent employment agreements; and (ii) elective deferrals by Participants to be expressed as 
either a specified dollar amount or a percentage of Compensation. 
 
The Ohio Attorney General's office has contracted with outside legal counsel to provide 
compliance, advice and assistance to Ohio higher education institutions.  Legal counsel at the 
University is working with Vorys, Sater, Seymour & Pease, LLP in connection with the Plan.  
 
Specific Changes 
 
The Plan does not currently permit employer contributions to any employee except for the 
President.

A construction-related contract, which will result in an expenditure exceeding $50,000, was 
granted a competitive-bidding waiver by the Department of Purchasing with my consent, 
following review as to legal form and sufficiency by the Office of General Counsel.   
 
As prescribed by University Rule, I submit the following as “information” for the Board of 
Trustees for its meeting on October 14, 2015. 
 

High Temperature Hot Water System Underground Piping Repairs:  The Vice 
President for Capital Planning and Facilities Management requested a waiver of the 
competitive bidding process for an emergency repair of the vault and underground high-
temperature hot-water (HTHW) lines servicing several University buildings. 
 
During planned work, the vault was discovered to have shifted and had incurred a 
substantial level of degradation, causing it to be unsafe for entry and contributing to 
additional underground piping issues.  The cost of repairs was estimated at $450,000. 
   
The selected vendor, Cahill Corp. (Cahill), is authorized to complete University work 
under an existing time-and-material contract, which was competitively bid.  Further, 
Cahill has the specialized welding skills to make the needed piping repairs and 
subcontracts to qualified vendors for trenching and the vault repair work.

New branding campaign tells game-changers, ‘This is your place!’ 
Dreamers, makers and action-takers are called 
to give UA, Ohio’s Polytechnic University, a 
close look in a fresh advertising campaign that 
launched Labor Day weekend.

The centerpiece of the campaign is the commer-
cial (see it at www.AreYouOutThere.com), yet its 
reach extends far beyond, into social media, radio, 
billboards, search engine marketing, campus sig-
nage (below, on the Stile Athletics Field House) 
and web advertising via a remarketing campaign. 

Within two weeks of launch, the commercial 
generated 306,000 views from a LeBron James 
Facebook post alone (right). Plus there were 
107,433 additional Facebook impressions and 
20,000 from Twitter.
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Behind the scenes of LeBron James’ new spot promoting UA 
and the LeBron James Family Foundation College of Education

LeBron James recently shot a new commercial for UA, 
and he shared via Instagram the above image taken on 
the set. He also posted: 

“kingjamesBIG S/O to Dr. Scarborough, THE 
University of Akron & all my Zips fam!! Dr.S has my 
back and I have his #UNLIMITED #IPROMISE 
#EARNEDNOTGIVEN.”

James and UA formed a partnership in August that 
could allow about 2,300 APS students in his “I 
Promise” program to earn a scholarship to UA. As 
part of the partnership, the College of Education is 
now known as the LeBron James Family Foundation 
College of Education, and James has graciously agreed 
to participate in a series of commercials promoting the 
University.

After launching this May, UA’s official Snapchat 
account now has more than 1,200 active viewers and 
continues to rise. So far the account has been used 
to highlight such events as SpringFest, Graduation, 
Move-in, New Roo Weekend, concerts and athlet-
ic events. Additionally, two custom geofilters were 
approved by Snapchat for usage while on the UA 
campus: a blue and gold “UA” and a limited time

Gifts to strengthen the University and assist the students we serve

 On September 8, we received a 
gift of $50,000, the latest install-
ment on a $500,000 pledge from 
Dr. H. Reid and Susan Smucker 
Wagstaff. The gift funds the cou-
ple’s scholarship at Wayne College 
and will, when fully funded (to 
date, $300,000 has been received) 
provide $5,000 annually in ac-
ademic scholarships to Wayne 

students who plan to complete 
their degrees on UA’s main campus. 
Susan Smucker Wagstaff is the 
great-great-granddaughter of Je-
rome Smucker, founder of the J.M. 
Smucker Company. The family was 
integral to founding UA’s Wayne 
campus and has a long tradition of 
supporting students at both Wayne 
College and The University of 
Akron.

 Joseph E. Reece, BS’84, JD 
’87, pledged an 
additional $50,000 
(over three years) to 
the School of Law 
Corporate Law 
Scholarship, which 
he established in 
1994. 

The pledge qualified for a 20 
percent match from PNC, which, 
when added to the current value of 
the endowed fund, will increase the 
scholarship total to $100,000. The 
scholarship is awarded annually, 
based on merit and need, to a stu-
dent who demonstrates interest in 
corporate finance or securities law.

 Our continuing relationship 
with Alcoa resulted in the company 
doubling its gift to UA’s Women 
in Engineering (WIE) program! 
This year, we received a total of 
$50,000 – $25,000 was earmarked 
for the WIE Summer Experience 
in Engineering camp, which was 
held in June, and $25,000 will 
go toward the WIE INQUIRE! 
INNOVATE! INVENT! event on 
November 14.

 We received an unrestricted 
gift from Martha E. Boyle, who 
remembered the University with a 
$93,000 life insurance policy. The 
Cuyahoga Falls native attended 
UA on scholarship and earned a 
master’s degree in urban studies. 

Boyle was committed to serving 
the community (she was a nun for 
16 years) and ultimately worked 
as a financial adviser for Lincoln 
National Insurance, where she was 
recognized by the industry for her 
commitment to excellence.
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 Our grant request to the 
Martha Holden Jennings Foun-
dation was approved for a second 
year, providing an additional gift 
of nearly $37,000 to UA’s Center 
for Literacy in support of the Third 
Grade Reading Action Team. (The 
foundation donated nearly $42,000 

the previous year.) Formed in re-
sponse to Ohio law, the team does 
critical work, ensuring that skilled, 
qualified teachers intervene and use 
research-based strategies to assist 
students who are not reading at a 
third-grade level at the end of third 
grade.

REQUEST 
 

The law school seeks OAA and Board approval of changes to the standards for good academic standing 

and the awarding of honors consistent with the law faculty’s decision to change its grading practices. At 

its meeting of April 30, 2014, in response to grading practices at competing law schools, the law school 

faculty voted to change its grading standards by shifting the median GPA for the graduating class upward 

by about 0.26. The median GPA, historically 2.89, was raised to 3.15 [within a range of 3.10 to 3.20] as 

the target median for the graduating class through the imposition of presumptive means for grade curves 

in required and large courses. The faculty acted in response to the fact that the law school’s grade profile 

put our students at an unjustified competitive employment disadvantage relative to students from other 

law schools, where grading curves were significantly higher, including at law schools with comparable or 

even lower incoming student credentials. Akron’s was the lowest median GPA of all law schools in Ohio 

or the NY/PA region; for example, the median at Case was 3.23 and Cleveland State 3.12.  

In order to preserve our rigorous academic standards, the law faculty also voted to change all grade-

related thresholds accordingly, including the GPA thresholds external to the law school of good academic 

standing, graduation, and honors. The GPA for good academic standing determinative of dismissal and 

graduation changed from 2.0 to 2.3.  The GPA for honors changed from 3.2/3.4/3.6 to 3.3/3.5/3.7.  

Because the University has not approved the external GPA changes, Office of General Counsel advised 

the law school it should continue to operate under our prior standards of dismissal at 2.0 and honors 

beginning at 3.2. This has produced the anomalous result under the dismissal standard of retaining 

students who would have otherwise been dismissed. The 2014-15 dismissals of 2.6% were significantly 

fewer than dismissals in 2011-12 (12%) or 2013-14 (6%), or what they would have been had the new 

standards been in effect, which would have been 10.3%. These students at the bottom of the class are at 

risk as highly likely to fail the bar exam, and thus it is important to maintain rigorous standards here.  

Making the adjustment to dismissal at 2.3 maintains approximately the same percentile of the class 

dismissed under the former standards.  The honors awards after just one year of implementation remained 

within the historic range, 33% as compared to the preceding years of 30% and 35%.  This is likely 

because the adjusted grading curve had less impact on these upper-level students who mostly took small 

or elective courses to which the new curve did not apply. 

We initially forwarded this request to you on October 20, 2014. You asked for more information as to the 

likely impact of the proposed changes. Our initial modeling sent to you by memorandum of November 

11, 2014, predicted that any impact would be modest. Additional modeling done recently incorporating

information gathered after one year of implementing the new grading standards similarly shows modest 

changes.  Dismissals would remain within our historic range.  Honors thus far have remained within our 

historic range.  Projections for future year are that honors might increase about 12% (10-15 students), but 

would still reflect demonstrated quality student performance deserving of the honors designation. The 

faculty had no objection when I explained these likely increases during the September faculty meeting. 

We intend to continue to monitor these impacts closely, looking for any artificial results, and revisit and 

adjust if necessary. Moreover, Cleveland Marshall College of Law, our most direct competitor, awards 

honors at the same GPA thresholds we propose, 3.3, 3.5, and 3.7. 

In order to align academic standards with past practices and account for the change in grading practices, 

we request that the Board approve the requirement that law students pursuing the JD degree maintain a 

GPA of 2.3 to remain in good academic standing and graduate with the degree and that honors be 

adjusted to 3.3 for cum laude, 3.5 for magna cum laude, and 3.7 for summa cum laude.  

For the same reasons, we ask that the Board approve an adjusted standard for academic standing and 

graduation for the LL.M. in Intellectual Property, raising it from the current GPA of 3.0 to 3.1, and that 

the threshold for award of a Certificate of Academic Achievement with the LL.M. be raised from 3.6 to 

3.7. With respect to this aspect of the request, I note that we expect to ask the faculty to consider changing 

the GPA threshold for award of the LLM to align it more closely with other LL.M. programs and the 

nature of our market (lowering the threshold to approximately 2.0-2.5).

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Executive Summary 

A new Center for Data Science, Analytics, and Information Technology (CDSAIT) is proposed 
to improve academic leadership, student outcomes and community engagement in the emerging 
areas of data science and analytics, and in the established areas of information technology and sys-
tems. This Center aims to be inclusive and build on the ongoing activities at UA in these areas. 
Such a center is timely and relevant in the context of the current national dialog and needs of indus-
try. Through the activities of such a center, UA is uniquely positioned to improve its academic mis-
sion at all levels – from the career-focused associate and B.S. degree programs to master’s and 
Ph.D. degree programs – in its departments and colleges that relate to data science, analytics and 
information technology. Data science and analytics are indeed important foundations for our poly-
technic emphasis; hence, this Center is very likely to serve as a new intellectual commons for cross-
disciplinary dialog and collaborations.  

The Need 

Rapid advances in computing technologies and network connectivity across multiple scales have 
created a paradigm shift in the foundations of computing. The last 40 years of computing technolo-
gies were built on algorithms, programming languages and computability. The next 40 years are 
envisaged as being grounded in data and information1. Widespread digitization of business pro-
cesses, available technologies to generate and collect big data, and the complexity of modern sys-
tems has created an urgent need to extract actionable intelligence from large data streams to ad-
dress the evolving expectations of users, across a broad spectrum of applications. Appendix One 
presents a more comprehensive argument for the need for such a new intellectual commons.  

New skills are needed from our students to address the future challenges that confront our societies 
and economies. Our education methods and content are, however, mired in silos that have been 
created by the artificial boundaries of departments, units, schools and colleges. These administra-
tive boundaries make it difficult to synthesize novel programs and certificate courses to address the 
national needs for data science and analytics. In order to address serious socio-technical challenges 
that confront us such as: feeding 9 billion people by 2050, reducing healthcare spending from the 
current levels of $3.8 trillion per year, and revitalizing the advanced manufacturing infrastructure2, 
we need to train our students to think and work fluently across multiple disciplines. Appendix Two 
presents additional information about the demand for such graduates. 

The Opportunity 

We propose the creation of the CDSAIT to strengthen the polytechnic emphasis of UA and serve as 
a synthesizing platform to improve academic leadership, student outcomes and community en-
gagement. Through the activities of this Center, our faculty will get new opportunities to engage in 
cross-disciplinary dialog and research, our students will get enhanced education and career oppor-
tunities in areas of significant national and regional interest, and our regional community partners 
will get unprecedented support to fulfill their tactical and strategic workforce needs. The Center’s 
activities will help academic disciplines at UA to integrate an appropriate level of skills related to 
data science and analytics. The remainder of the proposal outlines how CDSAIT aims to capitalize 
on these opportunities and gain regional and national prominence.

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I. CDSAIT Activities, Vision and Mission 

The overall vision and the mission of this Center are to establish a distinctive position of leadership 
for UA in the areas of data science, analytics and information technology. To realize this, we will 
create specific and actionable goals and plans by fully engaging our stakeholders, i.e., our faculty, 
students and community partners. This proposal seeks approval for the structural elements of the 
Center based on the proposed goals described in the following two sections. The operational ele-
ments of the Center will be determined using a collective, collaborative process that fully engages 
our stakeholders. The interests and needs of the stakeholders will be used as a basis to refine the 
short-term and long-term goals of the Center during its first year of operation. Within 30 days of 
receiving approval for this Center, the executive director will organize a collaborative process to 
synthesize the vision and mission for the Center. The vision and mission will be completed within 
90 days from receiving approval to form the Center before we commence work on the short-term 
goals. 

II. Rationale for the Nature of this Proposal 

CDSAIT represents a confluence of emerging technologies and mature technologies and is quite 
unlike any other center on campus. The area of data science is relatively young and is emerging. In 
the current thinking, it is anticipated to continue to grow in importance for all disciplines and serve 
as a foundation for the next 40 years of activities in computing. While there are directions emerg-
ing, many of the educational and research questions remain to be answered. The area of analytics 
has been somewhat better developed over the last ten to twelve years. Several commercial tools 
have emerged and many universities, including UA, offer different levels of training in the area. 
The area of information technology is mature; it is a critical service on which many businesses rely 
and we have a large educational footprint, although emerging areas of interest such as network se-
curity require additional focus. 

UA assets in these areas are distributed over multiple colleges and programs. Consequently, in or-
der to secure an effective and sustainable future for CDSAIT, it is important to fully engage facul-
ty, students and community partners before finalizing the operational details of the Center. Toward 
this end, the specific details presented in this proposal related to engagement activities reflect our 
current thinking; we will refine these ideas and find mechanisms to engage with our stakeholders 
based on two key ideas: (1) CDSAIT will be an inclusive center and not an exclusive center, and 
(2) the highest community impact CDSAIT can make is to improve the state-of-the-practice in our 
region, i.e., Ohio and Northeastern USA, because our regional community partners have critical 
unmet needs related to data science, analytics and information technology. 

III. Proposed Short-Term Goals (two to three years) 
 
1. Identify key competencies and knowledge gaps at UA in the areas of data science, ana-

lytics and information technology.  
 
In our current thinking, the Center will convene three four-hour faculty summits and invite 
every UA faculty who wishes to participate. We will update the faculty about the needs, 
opportunities, and goals of the Center. Faculty will be requested to identify existing cours-
es that can address the needs, courses that can be improved by incorporating new tools, 
techniques and processes, and new courses they are planning in the areas of relevance to 
the Center. The next two meetings will focus on faculty members who have provided in-
puts after the first meeting. The third meeting will be used to identify activities to which 
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the faculty will commit in order to achieve the goals. External partners may be recruited to 
help evaluate curriculum and identify relevant benchmarks. 
 

2. Understand the Needs of our Community Partners.  
 
The Center will organize in-person meetings and electronic surveys to solicit input from 
potential regional and national employers, and keep this information current. The executive 
director will personally meet between 20 to 30 companies in Ohio to actively engage them 
in the Center activities and better understand how to structure the financial model of the 
Center. 
 

3. Create a Roadmap for CDSAIT.  
 
Based on our understanding of UA assets and gaps, and the needs of our community part-
ners, we will organize creative problem-solving sessions for our faculty at UA to create a 
Roadmap for Research and Education in the areas of data science, analytics and infor-
mation technology. We aim to create an online mechanism to maintain both the roadmap 
and track the key competencies and knowledge gaps. The roadmap will highlight signifi-
cant milestones that will be used both to (a) generate external funds from competitive 
sources or donations, and to (b) evaluate the progress and effectiveness of the Center.  

 
4. Create a Technology Showcase and Branding for CDSAIT.  

 
After we have accomplished one or two significant milestones on the roadmap, we will or-
ganize an annual Technology Showcase Day for CDSAIT, perhaps in conjunction with one 
of our ongoing activities such as UASIS. The purpose of this technology showcase is to 
highlight the research, education and community engagement accomplishments of the Cen-
ter. We will invite our community partners and make special arrangements for our key fac-
ulty and student contributors to be recognized and rewarded. We will work to establish a 
recognizable Brand for CDSAIT. 
 

5. Develop cross-disciplinary Certificate of Completion programs in Data Science, Ana-
lytics, and Information Technology.  
 

The Center will identify the appropriate academic components from existing programs 
and/or “boot camp” workshops. These certificate programs will address the training needs 
of our industry partners and offer enhanced learning opportunities for our students. 
 
Boot camp workshops are short-term, high-intensity educational opportunities that square-
ly address the needs of our community partners. These workshops are envisaged to be de-
signed and delivered by our faculty colleagues, senior Ph.D. students, post-doctoral fellows 
and industry partners. These workshops also are expected to be self-sufficient in funding, 
i.e., a majority of the costs will be defrayed by fees collected from external participants. 
We expect that UA will provide the space to conduct these sessions, and in each session 
several seats (up to 25 percent) will be offered free of charge to our students and faculty for 
at least the first five years of operation of the Center. In later years, the costs to our faculty 
and students will be deeply discounted. 
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6. Clarify Programs, Inform Career Placement and Co-op/Internship Services on Cam-
pus. 
 

The Center will help clarify to employers and potential students how our programs fit to-
gether and where to go to find graduates with specific profiles. It will work closely with 
UA Career Service Center, co-op/internship offices in different colleges, and human re-
sources staffs of our community partners to: (1) share the needs of our community partners, 
and (2) mentor UA students into positions related to data science, analytics and infor-
mation technology. Appendix Three examines these needs in greater detail. 

 
7. Enhance Experiential Learning 

 
The Center will mediate between 1) companies and organizations that have data science, 
analytics, and related information technology problems and 2) UA resources at the Center, 
faculty, and students who can work on solving them. These projects will enhance and go 
beyond traditional classroom and capstone project experiences by engaging students and 
professors in the solution of real-world problems side-by-side with industry practitioners. 
 

IV. Proposed Long-term Goals (two to five years and beyond) 
 

1. Offer 30 scholarships annually to UA undergraduate students and 15 scholarships to UA 
graduate students, and provide support for five post-doctoral fellows in the areas of data sci-
ence, analytics and information technology. 

2. Engage employers and industry experts to enhance the quality and relevance of academic pro-
grams at UA in the broad areas of data science, analytics, and information technology. 

3. Help faculty and program coordinators to integrate data science, analytics, visualization and 
information technology education modules in meaningful ways into existing curricula across 
multiple disciplines.  

4. Assemble cross-disciplinary research teams that can successfully pursue competitive external 
research funding from federal agencies and industry for highly visible Center projects.  

5. Establish and maintain a leadership position for UA through seminars, industry and institute 
partnerships, and research output. 

6. Develop distinct brand recognition for UA programs related to data science, analytics, and in-
formation technology.  
 

V. Organizational Structure and Governance 

Executive Director 

CDSAIT will be administered by the executive director who will report to the Office of Academic 
Affairs. Initial staffing will include an assistant director and an administrative assistant. Future 
staffing growth will be commensurate with program growth and funding from external sources. 
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Membership and Membership Dues 

The primary purpose of CDSAIT is to address the needs of our community partners. Regional, na-
tional and international companies will be invited to join CDSAIT as members. Membership will 
be stratified into three levels at the following rates and minimum durations of commitment. These 
numbers reflect our current thinking and are likely to change based on the feedback we receive 
from the initial meetings with our community partners. 

 COMPANY SIZE  Target Fee/YEAR MINIMUM COMMITMENT 

• Large Companies    $50,000   5 years 
• Mid-size Companies   $25,000   3 years   
• Small Companies   $5,000   1 year 

We anticipate that CDSAIT will have about three to five large companies, about eight to ten mid-
size companies and about twenty small companies as members. Membership dues will be used to 
support the student scholarships and strategic projects approved by the advisory board.  

Major Activities 

The major activities in this Center are expected to be educational certificates and workshops (boot 
camp courses), seminars, consulting projects that provide opportunities for our faculty and students 
to work on real-world problems, funded research activities, and developing educational modules 
that can be integrated into curricula in our programs at UA. 

Faculty Steering Committee 

A multidisciplinary group of faculty will be elected to guide the academic decisions of the Center. 
Faculty will elect members for the Faculty Steering Committee from departments that have signifi-
cant research and/or education interests in the areas of data science, analytics and information tech-
nology. Some of the departments with such interests may be Business & Information Technology, 
Electrical and Computer Engineering, Computer Science, Economics, Management, Marketing, 
and Statistics.  
 
External Advisory Board 

An advisory board comprised of representatives from the paying members of the Center will help 
to guide the strategic operations of the Center. The Faculty Steering Committee will nominate two 
members to this board. The director will recruit board members and will develop mechanisms to 
interact with them on a regular schedule. 

 
Relationship with Other Centers 

CDSAIT should maintain collaborative/synergistic relationships with other centers on campus re-
lated to data science, analytics and information technology. Appendix Four outlines a proposed 
relationship with the Center for Information Technology and E-Business (CITE) in the CBA. 
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VI. Resource Requirements 

Physical Resources 

Administrative offices for the Center will initially be located in Buchtel Hall. It is anticipated that, 
as Center operations grow, additional space will be needed. Funding for any necessary renovations 
will be part of the strategic initiative investments. Existing campus resources such as rooms in the 
Student Union or in one of the academic buildings will be used as needed to organize the Center 
activities and events. We anticipate that after three years of operations, the Center will defray the 
costs for the use of such facilities.  

Financial Resources 

Initial financial resources have been allocated from the Office of the President.  

1. The salary for the director will be $295,000 per year (not including fringe benefits).  
2. A senior administrative assistant and an assistant director/program manager will be hired to 

assist the director at an estimated cost (not including fringe benefits) of $185,000 per year. 
3. A one-time operating budget of $250,000 will be allocated to the Center to cover non-

personnel costs such as scholarships, travel, and hospitality.  

Additional resources such as funding for student scholarships and revenue sharing for external 
funds are under discussion. We anticipate the Center generating between $450,000 to $600,000 
annually through membership dues and additional funds from external sources. These funds will be 
used to support student scholarships and post-doctoral fellows to support Center activities. These 
funds may also be used to offer summer support to faculty for tactical and strategic activities relat-
ed to CDSAIT. We also anticipate the Center successfully pursuing and winning competitive re-
search funds from federal and state agencies, foundations, and industry to support its activities in 
the broad areas of data science, analytics and information technology.  

VII. Implementation Timeline 
 
As already noted, the operational details of CDSAIT will be discussed, synthesized and refined 
during the first years of operation by fully engaging our stakeholders. Thus, a detailed timeline for 
all the activities of the Center will be developed through such a discussion. In our current thinking, 
we expect that the short-term goals will be accomplished as follows:

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VIII. Assessment  

This proposal seeks approval for the structural elements of CDSAIT and commits to a process to 
develop the operational details by fully engaging our stakeholders. Consequently, we will assess 
our performance for the first year by evaluating how well we achieve our short-term goals. We will 
use quantifiable metrics such as the number of external companies engaged, number of faculty en-
gaged, number of students engaged, number of seminars/workshops conducted successfully, etc. 
As a part of the activities of the first year, we will develop an assessment plan for CDSAIT that 
will accurately reflect the activities, impact, and anticipated growth of the Center.  
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Appendix One: The Need for an Intellectual Commons Centered around Data Sci-
ence 

What do we know as truths about the way universities are evolving in the 21st Century?  
 
More and more disciplines are becoming highly dependent on information technology, mathemati-
cal and analytical approaches, and—to a certain extent—big data as the foundation of cutting edge 
research and development. Professors, instructors, graduate students, and even undergraduate stu-
dents all have opportunities to acquire data from the environment and society; to take measure-
ments with faster and more ubiquitous sensing devices; to extract data from social applications and 
networks; to build and redesign products and systems that embed forms of intelligence; and to use 
this confluence of inexpensive technology, data storage, networking, and algorithms in myriad un-
imagined ways to transform society.  
 
There is no doubt that humanity faces massive, wicked problems such as huge population growth; 
food and water shortages; devastating climate changes; and pervasive depletion and corruption of 
natural resources. Established businesses face start-ups that are grounded in new data-pervasive 
models that threaten to rapidly undermine their revenue streams. New businesses are racing ahead 
with “apps” and other products and services—but the consequences of their use may be poorly un-
derstood. Who will benefit and who will lose when self-driving vehicles start to overtake the truck-
ing industry?  
 
Information technology has matured from its early days – when it provided key strategic ad-
vantages to corporations – to its current state where it is now an essential service for conducting 
business.3 Portions of IT may be considered commodities, but strategic advantages can still be 
achieved. Why? Information technology is programmable, so the things that it can do are limited 
only by the imagination of those doing the programming. One can argue that the massive systems 
of interacting computers in networks (think “The Internet of Things”) are already functioning be-
yond the parameters of what any single human being can fully understand. Even what would ap-
pear to be a well-duplicated technology such as ERP (Enterprise Resource Planning) can be used 
poorly by some firms and well by others—and every instantiation of the technology is different.4 
Even as the “cloud” provides more and more resources on a plug-in basis, scientists, engineers, 
entrepreneurs and other users will continue to find innovative ways to put all the pieces together.  

Data Science, analytics, and information technology represent a foundational expression of human 
intelligence. They have to be one of the main bedrocks for the next decades of fundamental and 
applied research, development, and exploitation. Each next generation of researchers is finding 
novel and unanticipated ways to link together these technologies in new and transformative ways.5 
We do not have to accept the wildest predictions—(for example, that by 2030, humans and com-

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puters will interface biologically through “nanobots,” (tiny robots of DNA strands) making humans 
themselves “artificially intelligent” (Ray Kurtweil, Google Chief Scientist))—in order to concur 
that data science, analytics, and information technology together are revolutionary.6 When astron-
omers brought the Hubble telescope online, vast new horizons were revealed that have led to fun-
damental changes in our understanding of the Universe. A certain type of blinder was removed. 
Similarly, big data removes blinders by allowing rapid, comprehensive measurements, thus making 
it possible to find instructive patterns that were never visible before. 

No one doubts that a university that is calling itself “Polytechnic” needs to be a strong player in 
these technologies. In fact, a Polytechnic university is unimaginable without them. With the ad-
vances at other institutions well underway, we may already be facing the possibility that expertise 
in information technology, data science, and analytics is becoming a strategic necessity in order to 
remain competitive, rather than a potential source of strategic advantage.  
 
In looking at what we have now, could we conclude that the University is already strong in these 
areas? Does anyone think this is the case? As an inevitable outgrowth of the divisions into si-
los/departments for computer engineering, computer science, and information systems (split across 
an emphasis on business and systems analysts in the College of Business Administration and many 
infrastructure support roles in CAST)—we have programs that seem to overlap in some ways, con-
founding students and employers alike about which program is right for them. There are other re-
lated programs on campus that need to be involved in the Center. For example, we have a GIS pro-
gram; geospatial location and maps are a critical part of the emerging national dialog on data sci-
ence. We have media and communications departments—these also use a lot of information tech-
nology, and can derive a lot of value from analytics. Even arts programs are making use of super-
computers.7 How should the “systems” program in engineering be involved? What other centers on 
campus have related missions? As a knowledge broker, the CDSAIT is in a position to strengthen 
many parts of the University. 
 
Graduate offerings may be even more embedded in silos. Talks between the CBA and the Statistics 
Department stalled when it became clear that new programs could not be contemplated in the ab-
sence of new resources. Meanwhile, Kent State is in the final stages of the approval of a new Mas-
ter’s in Business Analytics.  
 
If we accept the premise that we are weaker than we need to be in these disciplines, how can we 
rectify the situation? A Center for Data Science, Analytics and Information Technology (CDSAIT) 
can play a seminal role in breaking down silos and creating an atmosphere in which these disci-
plines can flourish at the University. What is the ultimate role of a center? It is to provide the “op-
portunity structures”8 through which stronger intellectual networks are developed amongst faculty, 
students, and outside players, be they scientists, academics, or business/governmental/NGO profes-
sionals. In turn, stronger intellectual networks lead to stronger, deeper collaboration; development 
of new knowledge; and better application of existing knowledge. Faculty should be able to begin to 
incorporate leading edge techniques into their research and teaching. Students should receive in-
struction and training that make them desirable to cutting edge companies. The University as a 
whole should benefit in several ways: by attracting new revenue streams, some University infra-

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structure can be supported; the brand of the University as “Ohio's Polytechnic University” will be 
enhanced; by bringing in real-world problems and helping to develop solutions for them, the repu-
tation of the University as a leading entity that also gives to the community will be expanded.  
 
HP Analytics in India started a knowledge management program with the slogan, “I Share, There-
fore I Know.”9 As a clever play on “I think, therefore I am,” it helped managers to realize that they 
rarely can do their jobs by themselves. Sharing what they know and receiving knowledge in return 
is beneficial both to the individual and to the organization. The Center must design its programs 
with this reality in mind. The only way that faculty will participate is if they perceive that there is 
“something in it for them.” Faculty want support for graduate students, support for information 
technology and software, support for travel and other expenses, support for training, support for 
teaching assistants, teaching load reductions. The Center must raise funds to enhance collabora-
tions across silos and incentivize the creation of new inter-disciplinary courses to improve student 
learning outcomes and address the workforce training needs of our community partners. The Cen-
ter must also attract high-quality students to enroll in our programs and dynamic researchers who 
can be competitive and attract research grants from the industry, federal and state funding pro-
grams.  

The success of the Center hinges on its ability to create strong and meaningful partnerships with 
industry. There is a big and unmet demand for data sciences and IT professionals being experi-
enced by industry both nationally and locally in Northeast Ohio. The University is in an excellent 
position to help meet that need by providing not only highly skilled graduates, but also highly 
skilled students and faculty to work on both short- and long-term problems. These relationships 
will drive direct industry guidance and support for our programs, strengthen and forge new rela-
tionships with leading businesses, provide a strong source of faculty and student funding through 
fee-based services and grants, and give students and faculty tremendous exposure to practical un-
solved problems in industry leading to excellent employment opportunities for our graduates and 
new avenues of research for our faculty. Companies will have access to highly skilled experts to 
help solve their top problems and a great source of candidates to hire. The University will be able 
to secure funding and grants through this work, gain a reputation as a leader in this emerging space 
and provide students and faculty with invaluable real world experiences and opportunities. 

With this Center, the University has a tremendous opportunity to exhibit its thought leadership in 
an area that is in great demand, great need and here to stay. CDSAIT will help promote the experi-
ential learning theme that is central to making The University of Akron distinctive.

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Appendix Two: Demand for Graduates with This Knowledge and These Skill Sets 

The broad fields of data science, analytics and information technology are highly related and grow-
ing rapidly. It is becoming possible to deploy pervasive analytics because of advances in data sci-
ence and information technology, so any initiative about analytics has to include pieces of data sci-
ence and information technology. 
 
This growth is accelerating, propelled by big data and our ever growing ability to measure, collect, 
store and analyze multiple forms of data at ever greater speeds. The inexorable move to mobility, 
cloud computing, and myriad connected sensors and devices only accelerates the need for data sci-
ence and information technology graduates. Today, we have more connected devices than people; 
we are on our way to 5 billion connected people and 50 billion connected devices by 2020.10 Glob-
al mobile data traffic alone saw 69% growth in 2014 to 2.5 exabytes/month.11 
 
“Swarms” of sensors and intelligent devices may lead to a world by 2025 in which there are a tril-
lion connected devices. This could lead to qualitative changes in the way humans interact with their 
environment, including the possibility of devices embedded within humans.12 If we think there are 
already pervasive opportunities for data collection, processing, application of analytical algorithms, 
decision-making offloaded to machines, and so forth—just imagine a world with orders of magni-
tude, more connected devices and the need to analyze the data they produce. 
 
These changes are having a significant impact throughout society, and are creating new businesses 
and services. The result of these changes is a growing demand for highly skilled data scientists and 
IT professionals to manage and derive insights from data, while opening up new research areas in 
topics that range from deep learning and predictive modeling to data agility and data lakes.13 Lead-
ing global technology companies like Google, LinkedIn, and Facebook, as well as multiple region-
al organizations are eagerly hiring people in these disciplines from a limited supply pool. A 2011 
McKinsey report notes that data is now everywhere and relevant to leaders across every sector. 
They note that the absence of talent needed to make the most of this data is a significant and press-
ing challenge: “By 2018, the United States alone could face a shortage of 140,000 to 190,000 peo-
ple with deep analytical skills as well as 1.5 million managers and analysts with the know-how to 
use the analysis of big data to make effective decisions.”14 
 
Today, for many technology firms, data is the product. As we move forward, data will likely be-
come a key corporate asset for most organizations, not just those focused on technology. We saw 
an example of this in early 2015 when the sale of Radio Shack’s assets included its data for 67 mil-

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lion customers as part of a $26 million deal.15 When gaming giant Caesar’s went into bankruptcy in 
2015, the “most valuable asset in the bitter bankruptcy feud … [was the] company’s big-data cus-
tomer loyalty program, valued at $1 billion by creditors.”16 Gartner’s 2015 top strategic IT trends 
lists pervasive analytics, cloud/client architecture and Web scale IT among its top 10 trends.17 
 
Universities across the country are taking notice of the tremendous and unmet need for data science 
and information technology and have either recently added or are in the process of adding pro-
grams to address the rising demand. Recent programs and those underway include centers, certifi-
cations, specializations, undergraduate and graduate degrees. These programs are varied, some fo-
cused on a single area such as business analytics while others are broader in scope. Most programs 
provide students with classic classroom and capstone experiences but lack the really strong experi-
ential learning that is possible and particularly critical for these fields.  

MITSloan Management Review, in conjunction with various partners, has published surveys in 
2011-2015 that chronicle the growing demand for analytics-savvy graduates. The most recent re-
port recounts:18 

“Hal Varian, chief economist at Google, describes the competition for skilled 
data workers: “So now you’ve got the data available in some data warehouse 
configuration, and then the question is, how do I access it? How do I input it in 
decisions? How do I utilize that data effectively? That’s where people are now. 
They say, ‘Let’s go hire a data scientist or some statisticians. Let’s go hire 
some data engineers.’ And they find out everybody else is trying to hire the 
same people.” [Emp. original] 

“Recognizing these demands, colleges and universities are creating master’s programs 
to help individuals develop analytical skills. More than 70 master’s degree programs 
in analytics and data science now exist, and the number has grown rapidly since 2007. 
North Carolina State University is home to one of the earliest programs. Program di-
rector Michael Rappa says the program just expanded to 80 students and will have be-
tween 120 and 150 students per class in the next two years. 

“The increasing demand for analytics talent is already having an effect on graduates 
from Rappa’s NC State program, who each received three and a half offers, on aver-
age, in 2014. The highly competitive marketplace allows newly minted analytics tal-
ent to be selective. In the battle for analytical resources, traditional companies may

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find themselves at a recruiting disadvantage relative to startups or companies founded 
by digital natives using new technologies to innovate and to disrupt stagnant indus-
tries. 

“Until supply meets demand, many organizations will continue to find it difficult to 
attract and retain the talent they need to build competitive advantage. In fact, four in 
ten survey respondents report difficulty attracting people with analytical skills, and an 
equal percent struggle to retain them. Surprisingly, many companies have yet to de-
velop an effective talent strategy; they are not doing anything different to attract new 
data workers. Only one in five organizations has changed its approach to attracting 
and retaining analytics talent. 

While the national needs for these skills are well known and documented, the regional needs are 
also growing. Kent State University is in the final stages of getting approval for a Masters in Sci-
ence in Business Analytics (MSBA), to be housed in their College of Business, but drawing from 
various relevant departments across campus. KSU's report titled “Establishment of a Master of Sci-
ence in Business Analytics (MSBA)” and submitted to the Ohio Board of Regents in 2015, con-
tains both citations of evidence similar to what we have cited above, and original survey research 
polling business leaders in this area about their need for analytics graduates. The proposal states: 

Additionally, in our own survey of Northeast Ohio businesses (respondents = 29), the 
respondents indicated that the cumulative increase in the number of analytics employ-
ees within their organizations will be 97.4% over the next three years. In the interme-
diate to long-term time horizons 48% predict that employment opportunities will “in-
crease dramatically,” 48% predict it will “increase moderately,” and 4% predict it will 
remain the same, while 0% believe the employment opportunities will contract (p. 20). 

Appendix E of the KSU report reproduces all feedback received on the Program Development Plan 
from RACGS Institutions (10 in all), along with KSU responses. None of these institutions are 
making the argument that demand for analytics graduates does not exist as documented by KSU. 
Ohio State reports that they have plans on launching an analytics graduate program “shortly.” 
Cleveland State University reports that they are also developing an MS in Business Analytics pro-
gram. Placement from programs such as these are high, as are salaries. The authors write: “accord-
ing to the University of Cincinnati website, 95% of graduates from their program are employed 
within three months of graduation. Also, North Carolina State University reported that more than 
93% of their graduates receive job offers upon graduation, with some of them receiving multiple 
offers. The average salaries reported by these institutions are $78,419 and $95,700, respectively”19 
(KSU Report Appendix E, pg. 8). 

This is the backdrop against which the establishment of A UA Center for Data Science, Analytics, 
and Information Technology has been proposed. One outgrowth of the Center may be new, formal-
ly approved degree programs. A list of aspirant programs is included in Table 1. We emphasize 
that it is premature to say that the Center will necessarily result in new degree programs. In the 
short term, it is more likely that curriculum-related results will be rationalization and strengthening 
of current offerings, certificate programs, boot camps, etc. 

Given that many universities around us are embarking on analytics programs, shouldn’t we? In 
some sense, it is easy to field a master’s in Business Analytics program and say that the University

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is meeting the challenge of data science, analytics, and IT. This is an obvious route. Everyone can 
then breathe a sigh of relief and say “see, we have a presence in analytics.” This is not to say that 
having such a program is not an important asset for a university. Many are in existence, and even 
more are being contemplated at this moment. If you accept the McKinsey forecast cited above, 
many more will be needed in the next few years.

It is much harder to transform a university so that it is grounded in data science, analytics, and in-
formation technology. But that may be exactly what a “Polytechnic” university requires. What it 
means in practice is more faculty that can add data science, analytics, and information technology 
elements into their research and their courses; more PhD students who use these techniques as part 
of their research methodologies; more graduate and undergraduate students who can present cre-
dentials to prospective employers that include experience with data science, analytics, and infor-
mation technology elements. 
 
The University could simply invest in founding a new Analytics master’s program that crosses sev-
eral disciplines (computer science, statistics, business). Or the University can invest in a mecha-
nism such as CDSAIT and attempt something considerably more transformative.  
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Appendix Three: Making Our IT Programs Understandable to Ourselves and to Our 
Customers 

One rationale for CDSAIT is that the University offers a number of programs related to infor-
mation technology and analytics, but that employers and potential students all have a hard time un-
derstanding how they differ. Employers want to know where they can find graduates with the pro-
files they need, and students may reject the majors altogether because of a lack of understanding 
about any specific field. Some programs have a “STEM” designation and others do not, also lead-
ing to a perhaps artificial sorting of students. Though probably incomplete, Table 2 shows many of 
the concerned programs. A major task of the CDSAIT should be to serve as a central hub of infor-
mation about these programs. There are many subtasks that go along with this, such as: producing 
coherent marketing materials, setting up and participating in job fairs, providing guidance to pro-
spective students, etc. For all of the high-minded goals we have been outlining in this proposal, a 
very real and concrete one remains increasing enrollment.

Today many employers including some of the largest regional employers such as Smucker’s find 
our distributed program offerings confusing as they try to get help addressing their business prob-
lems or identify graduates to fill their hiring needs. While we have not collected systematic evi-
dence of this concern from employers for this report, we have had anecdotal reports along these 
lines from a variety of firms over many years. 

A key role for the Center will be to act as a single point of contact for all corporate data sciences 
and information technology needs. Through the Center, companies will be able to identify the right 
students, faculty and graduates to meet their needs. They will have direct and targeted access to 
leading research in a multitude of areas that are of direct relevance to their work. Colleges, depart-
ments and faculty will be able to rely on the Center to highlight their programs and research, re-
ceive feedback from industry on needs and trends, and provide them with direct access to some of 
our biggest employers for their students and faculty.  
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Appendix Four: The Relationship of CDSAIT and CITE 

The Center for Information Technology and E-Business (CITE) was started informally in 2000-
2001, and received formal approval in 2005. Over the past 15 years, CITE has attracted a total of 
more than 50 companies as members of the Advisory Board. Each Advisory Board member cur-
rently contributes $1,500 per year. The main uses for these funds include: scholarships to the CBA 
undergraduate major (Management/Information Systems), graduate assistantships, support for the 
Students for Information Technology (SITE) group, a small number of summer faculty research 
grants, and a few networking events. CITE has led more than 60 sessions of the IT Executive Ex-
change (ITEE), bringing together CIOs and other industry leaders to discuss topics of critical inter-
est. In recent years, these sessions have included a number of topics related to data science and ana-
lytics, including Business Analytics and Intelligence, Cloud Computing, The Internet of Things, 
and various security topics.20 Depending on the topic, the participants in these two-hour sessions 
vary widely. We believe that the relationships forged through these meetings and the knowledge 
exchanged have been invaluable contributions to the regional IT industry.21  

CITE’s board meets twice per year, with more frequent meetings of an Executive Committee. 
CITE board members have:  mentored students; done mock interviews; participated in a summer IT 
Careers Camp that CITE ran for high school students for three summers; and opened their facilities 
for IT Shadow Days. They have served on committees to review curriculum and help recruit new 
students to the CBA Information Systems major. CITE’s director, Dr. Bindiginavale Vijayaraman, 
receives a one-course load reduction for serving in this capacity. CITE has two graduate assistants 
assigned to it for 20-hours/week each, which is the sum total of the administrative support it re-
ceives. The many programs that CITE has run over the past 15 years have brought a lot of benefit 
to the CBA, and nothing that this proposal does should diminish those benefits. 

One option that our committee has discussed is adopting CITE as the “starter version” of CDSAIT. 
Under this thinking, the information technology focus of CDSAIT would be left to CITE for a du-
ration of time. The resources that CITE has acquired would be left alone for now. The focus of 
CDSAIT activities could be on the data sciences and analytics parts, and we would revisit the in-
formation technology issues down the road. We note, however, that this route would immediately 
leave CITE without the resources it would need to expand its programs to other parts of the cam-
pus. Just getting other units to come to CITE events would not achieve the objectives of CDSAIT.  

Rather, CITE and CDSAIT should have a synergistic relationship that enhances the academic lead-
ership, student outcomes and community engagement at UA in the areas of data science, analytics 
and information technology. CDSAIT could design programs along the CITE model such as  “Ana-
lytics Executive Exchange,” “Computer Science Executive Exchange,” or “Statistics Executive 
Exchange” to bring together practitioners and academics so each can inform the other about what 
they are doing, what problems they face, etc.

• E-Transcripts                               Information Technology Services is exploring the creation 
of an electronic transcript system with Ohio high schools 
for admissions to two- or four-year public colleges and 
universities.   
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In the 2014 fall semester, 3,667 first-year students 
completed the online sexual violence training 
program Think About It. Then last March, 3,310 
University of Akron students, faculty and staff 
completed the sexual assault survey.  In April, 2,712 
students participated in Sexual Assault Awareness 
Month programs, and 725 of those students listened 
to the keynote speaker, Katie Hnida, share a personal 
story of sexual assault. Throughout the 2014-2015 
academic year, the faculty, students and staff working 
with the Sexual Assault Resource Team developed 54 
different programs and initiatives.   
These programs were presented a total of 108 times 
and were attended by 2,623 students. The dean of 
students office assisted students with 105 referrals for 
support services or discipline related to reported 
incidents of sexual violence and sexual harassment 
throughout the year. But what do all these numbers 
mean? Every student effort to listen and to learn 

about sexual violence helps it to become less 
likely. Every chance for a survivor to heal
