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Assessing the current view of feminism by interviewing Black female scholars in Women’s Studies departments, this research will help answer the question as to whether Black Feminism and Feminism is seen as outdated and out of touch with contemporary society, answering questions pertaining to feminism as it relates to the Black community. Interviews will be administered to Black Female Professors from 10 different universities, asking them a multitude of questions based on feminism intersecting with community as well as their views on gender and race as a whole. The research will also address Black women in academia. This research will assess contemporary issues that are discussed in Black Feminism today and how they affect the state of Black women in current culture. Black women, dealing with the intersecting oppressions of being Black and female, have had to carve out a place for themselves in a society where they are essentially invisible. In the beginning of the movement, Black feminists were accused of denouncing the oppression of race and participating in White politics. Some scholars defend the same argument today. This research project will challenge that theory asking Black female scholars about their views of feminism as well as their experiences as a Black female Ph.D.
