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            Current research has examined the differences in risky behaviors among African American males and females and how it can help us understand HIV/AIDS. However, few of these studies, examine differences between African American males and females when it comes to how they get this disease, how long they survive, and how are they getting infected. Even though African Americans make up 13 percent of the total population in this country, they alone account for higher rates of HIV than any other racial group. Recent data from the Center for Disease Control (CDC) stated even though Blacks are becoming more aware of this fatal epidemic, still they account more than half of individuals infected with HIV/AIDS in the United States. 

            Doing a comparative study of black males and females is the first step to reduce new HIV/AIDS cases from emerging in black communities. This research study will compare transmission, infection, and survivorship rates between African American females and males. To help answer my research questions, the study will analyze quantitative data to show how this disease is affecting black males and females. Content analysis will be used explain this epidemic from a macro level perspective to direct full attention on a disease that is killing African Americans by numbers.
