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The University of Akron Annual Student Organization Recognition Agreement

We, the President and Campus Advisor affirm that our organization will abide by the following University rules and regulations. For more information, please review the Student Code of Conduct, which can be found at the following address:  http://www.uakron.edu/sja/index.php 
1. The purpose, objectives, and activities of our organization will be consistent with the objectives, rules, and regulations of The University of Akron and with all municipal, state, and federal laws. 

2. Our organization will not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, national origin, ancestry, gender, age, disability, veteran status, or sexual orientation in the selection of our members or in our programs unless federal or state laws allow for such exceptions. 

3. Single-gender, Greek-letter organizations are required to be in good standing as members of the appropriate Interfraternity Council, National Pan-Hellenic Council, or Panhellenic Council; and are required to comply with The University of Akron nondiscrimination policy, except as exempted under federal or other legislative protectors. 

4. Every member of our organization is currently enrolled as a student at The University of Akron unless specified in the organization's constitution. 

5. Each registered student organization will have a dedicated Student Organization Resource Center (SOuRCe) Liaison. The President will meet their SOuRCe Liaison at the annual student organization orientation meeting. Our organization understands that is necessary to attend this orientation. Throughout the year, contact will be made with the SOuRCe Liaison to share events, success stories, concerns, etc. 

6. Our organization will complete the annual online registration process and file its current constitution with the SOuRCe. We understand that constitutions are reviewed by the SOuRCe staff annually, and organizations who must revise their constitution will be contacted by their liaison. Organizations are able to revise their constitution at any time, as long as they are in accordance with their by-laws; however, the SOuRCe will ask that constitutions be revised at least every 2 years. 

7. Established student organizations must re-register with The Department of Student Life each academic year. Registration must be completed by the end of the third week in September. If registration expires, all privileges are forfeited until the next registration period. This will include: 

· Cancelation of any space reserved on campus and the inability to reserve space on campus. 

· The inability to host or plan Major Events on campus. 

· Loss of assigned Student Organization Offices or Pods in the SOuRCe. 

· University financial accounts, including UAF and SAF funding, will be frozen and inaccessible until registration is completed in the following semester. 

· The Associated Student Government reserves the right to reduce UAF allocations and reallocate the remaining money to registered student organizations. 

8. Student organizations that have failed to meet the registration deadline in the Fall Semester, September, will have the opportunity to register their organization in the Spring Semester beginning on the first business day of December until the first business day of February. A business day is considered Monday through Friday. Upon completion of registration, all privileges will be reinstated with the exception of UAF funding. 

9. Organizations that fail to register for two consecutive years will lose their status as a recognized student organization and will be required to seek recognition from the university as a new student organization. To seek recognition, please contact the Department of Student Life. 

10. Our organization understands that at any time there is a change of officers, an Officer Change Form must be completed and submitted to the SOuRCe. Officer Change Forms are available for pick-up in the Hub or online at: www.uakron.edu/studentlife/source. 

11. Our organization will manage its own finances in accordance with the rules and regulations prescribed by The University of Akron. Recognition and registration in no way neither implies, nor guarantees that our organization will receive University funding. Our organization understands that organizations that receive funding from the Undergraduate Activities Fund (UAF) must deposit and disburse those funds through Student Affairs office. Student organizations that receive UAF funding must also adhere to the conditions and guidelines for the allocation and expenditure of UAF monies as established by Associated Student Government's Undergraduate Allocations Committee (UAC). These guidelines include attending a mandatory UAF workshop presented by Associated Student Government. 12. Our organization understands that under the provision of The University we will acquire a University VISA card through the SOuRCe as it is the preferred method of payment, with the exception of Club Sports and Law Organizations. Our organization also understands that we will use the VISA card in accordance with the guidelines and policies of the university’s Department of Purchasing.

13. Our organization is not to use or join the name of The University of Akron in our title or in any manner, which might otherwise imply University endorsement, sponsorship, or approval of our publications, activities, purposes, actions, or positions All written communications and marketing from our student organization shall indicate our registration status with the University as follows (the disclaimer): 

[Name of Student Organization] is a registered student organization at The University of Akron. 

Registration shall not be construed as approval, endorsement, or sponsorship by The University of Akron of the student organization's publications, activities, purposes, actions, or positions. 

14. Our organization understands that all registered student organizations are nonprofit organizations, and that all organization fund-raising activities and events involving alcohol must be registered with the appropriate University office(s). 
15. Our organization understands that all student organizations shall abide by the regulations established for the use of various University facilities. Activities and programming shall be in keeping with the purpose and objectives of the specific group and the University. The use of University facilities may be denied to any student organization when, in the judgment of the Assistant Dean of Student Life or Student Life Staff designee, such use would likely expose the University, its employees, students, or visitors to unreasonable liability for personal or other injury or risks; or, when such use would unfairly deny access to reasonable use by other student organizations; or, when such requested use by a student organization is used as a pretext to gain access to use of University facilities by or for non-university students or groups; or, to conduct purely commercial activities; or, for personal or private use of students or non-students; or, for any other improper use. 16. Our student organization may use any marks and/or identifying designs, trade names, service marks, copyrights, logo/graphics, and/or symbols, which have come to be associated and/or identified with The University of Akron with prior written approval from Institutional Marketing. 
17. Our student organization will notify the Department of Student Life in advance when it intends to sponsor a major event. A major event is defined by the university as an activity where a multi-purpose room has been reserved AND at least one of the following conditions apply: the event will be open to non-university students, music will be provided and dancing may occur, and/or there will be alcohol served at the event. Major events should be compatible with the University's mission as an educational institution and should not materially or substantially interfere with the orderly conduct of educational programs or activities. 
18. For organizations maintaining web pages on the University servers: Our organization is aware of the Web Policy for Registered Student Organizations, and will list the organization's webpage on the Student Organization Registration Form. The Web Policy can be found at http://www.uakron.edu/studentlife/source/services.php. Upon receiving this information, the SOuRCe will create a link to the webpage. Updates on the homepage will be unable to occur without listing the homepage and the organization's webmaster. 
19. Our organization is aware that the Associate Vice President and Dean of Students or his/her designee may temporarily suspend the registration status of a student organization upon reasonable belief that the organization has violated or intends to violate the terms of its registration, and/or including, but not limited to, violation of conduct regulations governing student organizations; or, failure to comply with procedures governing the use of University facilities; or, failure to comply with directions of University administrative officers and police or any other governmental authority or faculty acting within the purview of authority and/or when carrying out their normal duties. In the event that the registration of a student organization is temporarily suspended pursuant to this provision, the Associate Vice President and Dean of Students or his/her designee may decide to uphold the temporary suspension, or to modify, revise, or diminish suspension, or to terminate the registration of the organization.
