PROFESSIONAL ENRICHMENT GRANT (PEG)
Individual Travel Request
Individual graduate students are able to apply for travel funding for presentations and attendance at conferences. Travel for individual students must be applied for through the Personal Enrichment Grant (PEG) process.  All travel by individual graduate students must be authorized by a Faculty member familiar with the conference or research advisor, Graduate Student Government, and the Office of the Vice President for Student Affairs. Individuals that apply for a PEG to simply attend a conference will only be allocated up to $150 for travel. Individuals that apply for a PEG to present at a conference will be allocated up to $300 for travel. GSG’s Central Committee will review all requests and will use discretion and information provided to allocate financial assistance. Please keep in mind: The PEG program is a grant program as a means to assist graduate students and not all requests are able to be fully funded.  Please remember: Individuals will only be able to receive travel allocations up to 2 times per academic year. 

This form must be completed and submitted to the Graduate Student Government office, at least four weeks prior to incurring any travel expense. This form is also available via the GSG website. (http://www.uakron.edu/groups/gsg). If you do not complete this form prior to travel, you will not receive financial assistance for any costs incurred. Please be aware of the below requirements for supporting documentation, which also must be submitted when this form is turned in to GSG. 
Documentation of Travel Requirements: (attaching all required documentation) 

This form must be accompanied by all required documentation from the source of the conference or event. The required documentation should document the date, time, place of the event, and should verify all of the costs associated with the event, providing the office with the details of your travel: date, location, and mode of transportation, travel costs, funding sources, and the identification of those students participating. Documents will be reviewed as is, so please ensure all supporting documentation it attached when this form is turned into GSG. 
Travel that occurs without authorization will not be funded by EAF.
Travel Authorization requires approval from two offices:

1. Graduate Student Government (GSG), for graduate organizations, reviews the EAF travel request and recommends the amount of funding for the travel request based on EAF policy and guidelines. Contact GSG at http://www.uakron.edu/groups/gsg/. This process is completed by the Central Committee which is comprised of all College Senators and the Executive Board. 
2. The Office of the Vice President for Student Affairs reviews the travel request to assist the organization with travel logistics such as safety, security, risk management, interpretation of EAF travel policy, and any other travel planning assistance requested. The Office of the Vice President for Student Affairs makes the final travel allocation decision and transfers the funding the student organization’s travel account.

6. Projects, programs, or services that are a duplication of such activities or services already provided by University departments or other student groups.

8. Charitable organizations, donations, scholarships, or other philanthropy. 
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
