Dr. Jarmon’s Column

HOW DO YOU LEARN BEST?

Dr. Amy L. Jarmon, Dir., Academic

Why do some law students struggle and
others breeze through classes? Have
some suddenly become “dense,” or do
the others have the “right stuff” for the
law? NO!!! Often, strugglers are
studying “against the grain” of their

learning styles and not utilizing helpful
memory techniques. Legal study
“favors” some learning styles and
memory techniques, and everyone can
compensate if they get assistance.

1. Each person takes in information
differently. You have major and minor
learning styles that work best for you.
Do you learn by reading/writing,
listening, talking, visualizing and/or
applying knowledge? Solution: Dr.
Jarmon can assess your “absorption”
preferences and help you strategize
techniques that match your style.

2. Each person also processes
information differently. Do you
process by finite steps with lots of detail
and/or by seeing the overview without
much detail? Your prior education and
work experience often affect your
processing techniques. Solution: Again,
Dr. Jarmon can assist with assessment
and strategies.

3. Finally, each person reflects on
information differently. These
differences can affect success in study
groups and performance on different
types of exams. Solution: Assessment
and strategies are still the keys.

4. We learn more easily if we tie new
knowledge to previous knowledge.
Solution: Tie legal concepts to
experience (buying a house; doing your
taxes). Tie class coverage to a preview
or summary of the topic (by the
professor; through extra reading). Tie
rules to an application (practice
questions, brief; clinic interview). Tie
sub-topics to the topic (types of hearsay;
categories of future interests).

5. We forget 80% of what we read
within 2 weeks. However, if we review
material, we remember 80% after 2
weeks. Solution: Review your new
notes each day for gaps, clarity, and
additional insights. Review your
reading and your notes to elaborate,
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summarize, and quiz yourself. Review
while you outline. Reading period then
becomes true review time, and not just

learning time.

6. Information that is considered in
multiple ways is easier to retain and
to retrieve. Solution: Use a 360°
approach: listen in class, write notes,
brief cases, use flashcards, outline
material, make flowcharts, write
practice questions, discuss with
classmates, listen to audiotapes, use
CALL or other techniques that use your
strengths and compensate for your
weaknesses.

7. Short breaks within longer periods
improve memory. Solution: Take a
10-minute break after 75-90 minutes of
intensive studying. Your mind keeps
processing even though you make a
quick phone call or get a cup of coffee.
You will remember more and be less
tired.
