Legal Clinic Is Now
Accepting Applications

The Legal Clinic is accepting
applications for positions beginning this
summer and continuing into the law
school year. The Legal Clinic is
designed to allow students to apply their
academic instruction in a practical
setting. Positions that may be available
will include the Summit County and
Mahoning County Jail Inmate
Assistance programs and staff positions
within the Legal Clinic. Each Jail
program requires the two student
directors to travel to the respective jails
once each week to meet with inmates, to
discuss the inmates narrow legal
questions, to return to the Clinic and do
research and then produce a letter to the
inmate. Since the inmates are
represented by counsel we do not offer
advice but rather provide legal research
and information in lieu of access to a
law library. These positions require
good interpersonal skills as well as
strong research and writing skills.

The other positions that may be
available are staff positions which
would require students to represent
clients in actual trial or appellate cases
doing research, writing and, if the
student has a legal intern certificate,
representing the client in court. A Legal
Intern Certificate can be obtained from
the Supreme Court of Ohio if a student
has completed two-thirds of his or her
credit hours and taken the course in
Professional Responsibility.

We anticipate anywhere between 4-6
positions being available in the Clinic.

These positions can run as long as you
wish to remain in the Clinic and our
students usually stay for two years.

During the summer the positions are for
30 hours per week and during the school
year 20 hours per week unless you are
an evening student in which case you
can work up to 30 hours per week all
year round. These are paid positions
and not credit positions.

If you are interested please submit a
cover letter and resume to Professor J.
Dean Carro by April 4, 2003. We will
then set up interviews for these
positions before the school year is out.
We would expect to make a decision
very quickly so that you will know
whether you have the positions during
finals week. If you have any further
questions please contact Professor Carro
directly or through email at
carrol@uakron.edu.

Dr. Jarmon’s Column

HOW CAN STUDY AIDS AND
TECHNIQUES HELP YOU?

There are many study materials and
methods available for law classes. But,
how do you know what aids and
techniques match your needs? Here are
some suggestions.

1. Do not use study aids as
substitutes for learning crucial skills.
You need to analyze complex cases,
extricate relevant facts, spot the issues,
extrapolate rules of law, synthesize
across cases, apply the rules to facts, use
policy and write in a lawyerly fashion.
Canned study aids do not suddenly give
you these skills.

2. Study aids are most beneficial if
they supplement your own work. Do
your own reading, review of notes,
outlines, hypos, flashcards or flow
charts. Then, use study aids for
comparison and illumination. Did you
cover all the issue or subissues? Did
you understand the concepts correctly?
Did you apply the concepts accurately?

3. Select study technigues and aids
that correlate with your learning
styles. Visual learners benefit from
charts, tables, and flowcharts. Aural
learners benefit from audiotapes and
listening to discussion. Tactile learners
need practice questions, exercises and
group discussions. Oral learners must
talk about what they have learned.
Verbal learners reinforce concepts with
reading and writing.

4. Match study aids to your
professor’s course. Consider your
professor’s own perspective: topics on
the syllabus; heavy on policy;
specialized writing format; special steps
of analysis. Supplement commercial

products with homemade ones. Make
additional flashcards that reflect her/his
emphasis. Use practice questions or old
exams that your professor provides.

5. Choose study aids that match your
study dilemma. All study aids are not
equal. Are you looking for the
overview, detailed commentary,
commentary with examples, visual
representations, essay practice
questions, multiple-choice questions,
short hypos, or something else? What
you need determines which study aids
can be most beneficial.

6. Use supplemental materials early
and often. Do not leave hornbook or
other supplemental reading until reading
period. If you are confused after all
your efforts to understand a topic, get
help immediately. Do practice
questions at the end of each sub-topic or
topic. Remember that your professor is
the best study aid available — go and ask
questions during her/his office hours.
