Using the Student Technology Fee, the
School of Law purchased 22 new Dell
computers for the second floor

computer |ab.

These computers use the Windows XP
operating system and require a different
login procedure. All of the new
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machines will require you to enter your
UANet ID and password.

While most of the users are having no
problem logging into the system, some
users are getting an error message,
which states that their account is
disabled. If you get this error message
all you have to do is synchronize your
UANet ID at thisweb page —
http://gozips.uakron.edu/zid/pw/pw_syn
c.cqgi. Sinceyou will not be able to log
onto the machines to do this procedure,
use the Online Public Access
Computersinstead. After your UANet
ID is synchronized, you should have no
problem logging into the new
computers.

(NBLC) to Begin Full
Operations Late Fall 2002
Through a combination of private and
government funds the School of Law
has created anew live client clinic

under the auspices of the School’s Legal
Clinic. Reflecting on thisnew clinic,
Dean Aynes observed, “Thisisthe first
Clinic at the School of Law to represent
non-indigent clients. We hope that
those students who have envisioned
representing clientsin a business setting
will bedrawn to the NBLC”. Thisnew
clinic will focus on advising newly
created small businesses on the form of
the business and other transactional
issues. Wewill not litigate matters for
these clients but rather will concentrate
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on business planning issues dealing with
e.g., employment and contracts. If you
have completed your first year of law
school and are interested in representing
business clientsin anon-litigation
setting, please send a cover letter and
resume to Professor Carro.

We anticipate having students work late
thisfall and continue each semester
thereafter, including summers. Since
the new director will be a part-time
person we will limit the number of
student staff to four students. Students
can either volunteer their time or

receive credit for their work through the
Clinical Seminar course.

New Year Resolutions

student has “new year resolutions” in
mind. All will beright with the
academic world this semester. January
New Y ear resolutions to lose weight
and get fit often lead to increased
memberships in Weight Watchers and
fitness centers. August resolutions lead
to “academic fitness” efforts.

If you arejoining usfor thefirst time,
perhaps you have told yourself you are
goingto“doitall.” You areprepared to
get al “A’s’ no matter what the odds.

Y ou are going to read every word in the
casebook, use every possible study aid,
join in study groups and outline
regularly. You plantojoin several
student organizations, jog regularly, etc.
Y ou have hopes and dreams.

If you are areturning student, perhaps
your promiseisthat you will not get
behind again. Y ou will outline every
course thistime around. Y ou will
manage your time better. You will not
procrastinate, | et the stress overwhelm
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you, etc. The voice of experienceis
giving you “apiece of itsmind.”

Researchers say it takes 21 daysto form
ahabit. Remember, returning students
may be breading abad habit as well as
forming agood habit — a“habit pair,” so
to speak. Consequently, “out with the
old and in with the new” results will
take longer.

Here are some tips for making and
breaking habits:

1 Itisalwayseasier to establish a
good habit than to break an old habit.
First-year students should try to form
good habits throughout the semester.

2. Y ou cannot change everything
at once. Focus on one or two habits (or
habit pairs) at atime. Once those habits
become natural, focus on another new
habit.

3. Write down specifically the
habit or habit pair you want to address.

4. Divide the habit into small
tasks and schedul e regular time in your
weekly schedule for each task (“read
pages 45-55" instead of “read Torts").

5. Allow yourself some failure. It
will taketimeto change. Do not give
up.

6. Get help if you are having
difficulty with establishing your new
habit. Ask afriend or family member to
help you stay on track. Return the
favor.

7. Reward yourself for successes:
along bubble bath, a computer-game
break, etc.
