WHERE DOES THE TIME GO?

Nearly a month of the semester has
already passed. Earlier, one could argue
that it was too early to outline, work on
practice questions, review class notes,
or form a study group. But now, serious
studying is a necessity to get everything
done.

Here are some of the study strategies
that you can implement to succeed this
semester?

1. Use a monthly planner to list
all your deadlines and
commitments. “Work
backwards” and mark when
you will complete each step for
each project.

2. Use a weekly template to stay
organized, distribute your time
across courses, and cover all
your study tasks. Label each
time block with specific tasks
to complete.

3. Use daily “to do” lists that
categorize tasks by importance.
A “to do” list focuses your use
of time and gives you
satisfaction as you check off
completed tasks.

4. Read and brief your cases two
days before the actual class and
review these before going to
class. This way, an emergency
will not leave you unprepared.

5. Review your class notes within
24 hours to find gaps and to
boost memory. Also, review
last week’s notes before adding
new reading. Review notes
regularly until your outline is
complete for that chunk of
material.

6. Outline at the end of every
topic (or sub-topic) in each
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course. You increase learning
and decrease stress if you
outline in chunks throughout
the semester.

7. Review and learn your
completed outline chunks
throughout the semester. You
increase memory and
understanding this way and
decrease stress.

8. Use charts, flowcharts, tables,
diagrams or other “visual”
methods to increase your
understanding of the “big
picture” in each course

9. Analyze short practice
questions at the end of every
topic (or sub-topic) in each
course. You want your fact
pattern approach, steps of
analysis, answer organization
and writing format on *“auto-
pilot” before finals.

10. Use your professor as a
resource. Ask questions
regularly during the semester
rather than waiting until the
end. If your professor is
willing to do so, have her/him
make suggestions on your
outline or review your written
answers for several practice
questions.
