HOW TO MONITOR YOUR
WORK IN A COURSE WITH

ONLY A FINAL EXAM

Many students are asking, “Am | really
getting all of this material?” With only
a final exam, it is hard to know your
status in a course. Here are some tips
on self-monitoring:

1. Compare the information in
your brief to the professor’s
discussion in class. Are there
places where your brief was
wrong or incomplete? Look
for patterns. Are your issues
too broad or too narrow? Do

you include too few or too
many facts? Do you miss steps
in the court’s reasoning?
Discuss problems you are
having with your professors.

Whenever a question is asked
in class, answer silently in your
head. Compare your answer
with the “correct” answer that
is given in class. Analyze any
differences between your
answer and that answer.

Again, look for patterns.
Discuss problems you are
having with your professors.

Write out answers to practice
questions or exams provided
by your professor. Compare
your answer with the
professor’s model answer or
review comments. Did you
miss issues? Did you state the
rule imprecisely? Did you
draw conclusions instead of
analyzing? Did you miss facts
that supported your analysis?
Did you only analyze for one
party? Did you write flowery
sentences? Did you lack
organization? Did you merely
regurgitate knowledge instead
of analyzing? Determine your
weaknesses. Plan strategies for
improvement.

Practice writing answers to
other practice questions to
implement your strategies.
Once you feel fairly
competent, do several
questions under test conditions.
Ask your professors to review
your practice answers.

Use flashcards, CALI and
multiple choice gquestions to
drill yourself on applying the
rules. Keep practicing a topic
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until you are able to answer
most questions.

6. Compare your outline to
classmates’ outlines. Have you
missed any critical points?

Can your outline be improved
by adding hypos, more precise
rule statements, policy
information, etc? Ask your
professors to review your
outline.

7. Compare your flowcharts to
classmates’ flowcharts. Have
you missed any steps of
analysis? Ask your professors
to review your flowcharts.

8. Attend tutoring, join a study
group and/or have a study
buddy for feedback. By
discussing material with others
you can gain better
understanding. Answering
hypos helps you to see your
strengths and weaknesses with
the material.
