REFUND POLICY STATEMENT 

SPRING 2010
In order for staff members of the Office of International Programs (OIP) to offer meaningful travel experiences, participants must plan and commit to trips in a timely fashion.  It is recognized that emergency situations do occur on occasion and participants are unable to attend as planned.

The Office of International Programs has a shared responsibility policy for refunding fees in the event a person cancels.  Travelers bear the financial risk of medical preparation costs and passport costs even if the trip fails to go.

When there is a confirmed death in the family or medical emergency, the following refund policy will be used.


After February 13, 2010, and Prior to Ticket Confirmation:



$400 of the $500 deposit will be returned.  

$100 is non-refundable.


After Ticket Confirmation and Total Payment Paid until the actual trip 

departure date:



$200 of the total amount paid will be returned.



Other amounts will be returned depending on:




OIP expenses committed and not refundable.
