•  The Code of Student Conduct applies to
    all undergraduate and graduate students
    at The University of Akron, for both on 
    and off campus behavior.

•  It is your responsibility as a student to 
   know and understand all university rules,
   regulations, and policies, including the 
   Code of Student Conduct.

•  Failure to abide by the university’s rules,
   regulations and policies may result in 
   sanction(s)/consequence(s) by the 
   university.

•  Sanctions could include, but are not 
   limited to: loss of privileges, loss of 
   university housing, probation, 
   workshops, essays, fines and 
   community service.

Definitions of Misconduct

Complete definitions of student misconduct can be 
found at www.uakron.edu/studentconduct.  
Below is an abbreviated version of Section D of the 
Code of Student Conduct which defines 
misconduct as including the following actions:

Academic misconduct including, but not 
limited to:

Cheating (use of unauthorized assistance, 
submitting substantially the same work that has 
been submitted for another course, use of a 
prohibited source, inappropriate acquisition or 
distribution of academic materials or engaging in 
any behavior specifically prohibited by a faculty 
member.)

Plagiarism (intentional or unintentional 
representation of ideas or works of another author 
as a student’s own without properly citing the 
source or the use of materials prepared by another 
person.)

Knowingly furnishing false or misleading 
information to university officials including but not 
limited to forgery, alteration, or misuse of any 
university document, record or I.D.

Engaging in or threatening physical abuse, verbal 
abuse, threats, intimidation, harassment, 
coercion, and/or other conduct which intentionally 
or recklessly threatens or endangers the health, 
welfare or safety of any person.

Disorderly, disruptive, lewd or indecent conduct.

Unauthorized use of an electronic or other 
device to make an audio or video recording of 
any person without his or her prior knowledge or 
consent.

Unauthorized distribution or dissemination of 
an audio or video recording or photograph of 
any person without his or her prior knowledge or 
consent. 

Sexual harassment, sexual assault, imposition or 
sexual misconduct including but not limited to any 
physical act of a sexual nature perpetrated against an 
individual without consent or when an individual is 
unable to freely give consent or unwelcome sexual 
advances, requests for sexual favors or other verbal 
or physical conduct of a sexual nature.

Theft or attempted theft, or willfully, recklessly, 
or negligently destroying damaging, injuring or 
using another’s property without the consent of 
the owner.

Use, possession, manufacture, cultivation, 
distribution or facilitating the distribution of 
marijuana or any narcotic, hallucinogenic or other 
controlled substances.

Use, possession, manufacture or distribution of 
alcoholic beverages or public intoxication in a 
manner prohibited by law or university policy. 
 
Unlawful gambling or participating in unlawful 
games of chance as defined in applicable federal, 
state and municipal law.

Unlawful or unauthorized possession of firearms, 
fireworks, explosives, other weapons, or dangerous 
chemicals or using any such item, even if lawfully 
possessed, in a manner that harms, threatens or 
causes fear to others.

Commission of any felony or misdemeanor under 
applicable federal, state or municipal law.

Unauthorized possession, distribution, duplication, 
retention or use of keys to any university premises, 
or unauthorized entry into, presence in, or use of 
university facilities.

Behavior that the student knew or reasonably should 
have known would cause a disruption or obstruc-
tion of teaching, research, administration, disci-
plinary proceedings or other university 
activities.

Riotous behavior including, but not limited to, 
participation in a disturbance with the purpose to 
commit or incite any action that presents a clear and 
present danger to others, causes physical harm to 
others or damages property.

Possession of or permitting animals inside 
buildings owned or leased by the University 
of Akron or its foundation.  This excludes disabil-
ity-related service animals and animals permit-
ted within the residence halls by the residence 
life and housing contract.

Theft or other abuse of computer facilities 
and resources including but not limited to 
unauthorized entry into a file, unauthorized 
transfer of a file, use of another individual’s 
identification or password, use of computing 
facilities and resources to interfere with the 
work of another student, faculty member or 
university official, sending obscene or abusive 
messages, or interfering with normal operation 
of the university computing system. 

Hazing, as defined by the Ohio Revised Code 
and Federal Law, including to knowingly fail to 
report hazing to law enforcement authorities or 
to Student Conduct.

Willful failure to comply with directions of 
university officials, faculty members, law 
enforcement officers or emergency personnel.

Abuse of the student conduct system 
including but not limited to failing to comply 
with notice to appear for a meeting or hearing, 
falsifying, distorting or misrepresenting 
information, causing a disruption or 
interference with the conduct process, 
attempting to discourage an individual’s 
participation in or use of the conduct process, 
attempting to influence the impartiality of a 
member of the hearing board, failing to comply 
with sanctions or influencing or attempting to 
influence another person to commit an abuse of 
the student conduct system.

Willfully, recklessly, or knowingly engaging in 
conduct that violates any university policy, 
rule, or regulation (for more information go to 
www.uakron.edu/ogc).
